Fear Frost Damage

KANSAS OITY, April T—A be-
lated snowstorm pushed through a
secton of the United States midwest
today on the heels of reviving
rains, carrying an attendant threat
of frost damage to spring crops.
Six inches of moist, clinging snow
fell around Macon, Mo, in the
northeastern corner of the state.
