may be called ‘‘Fipest,”’ ‘‘Best,”’
“Choice,”’ " ‘*XXX,” “Fancy,’”’ ‘‘'Sel-
ected,’’, ‘‘Prince’’ or any other name
that indicates the seql to be of first
or superior quality. Such seed is in-
cluded under the Act as No 1.

It was stated by the Minister of
Agriculture that out of the thou-
sands of samples of seeds marked as
No. 1. tested in his Department less
than, on€ half of one per cent has
failed to come up to the standard.
The Government has no definition of
any lower standard than No 1. Thay
provide for the marking of all other
seed so as to show the noxious char-
acter of the weeds it. contains.

Much cf the so-called ‘‘Government
Standard’' seed is sold which often
does contain many noxious weeds,
Every bag or package of such seeds
sold legally must have marked on it
plainly the full name and address of
the seller, and the common name of
the kinds of noxious weed seeds con-
ta.ned. Are our seed merchants com-
plying with the reguirements of the
Act ?

If the farmers of this Islapd will
bruv seed plainly marked as No. 1. on
the outstde of every package or bag
they take home, thay will receive
pure seed, and if they are in any
doubt they should send a sample of
the seed to the Seed Commissioner,
Ottawa. A ‘sample should be sent,
though the seed is sown the]
same day it is purchased.
