Let us remember Prime Minister
Churchill's warning of a few days ago, that a
Nazi invasion of England this fall is still a
grim  possibility, if not a likelihood, In any
case, the place to have our fighting men is in
the front line, As Colonel Ralston said yester-
day, this latest big contingent of Canadians has
followed “to take its part in the defense of Bri-
tain or wherever duty may require.” And there
must be others to follow them, equally ready
and determined to do their part, until victory is
assured.

America’s Economic Weapon

Steadily and with ever increasing effect Am-
erica is tightening the screws with the object of
curtailing the economic operations of Germany
and the countries associated with her in the pol-
icy of aggression. It may appear to be a slow
way of killing but, relentless]y applied, it is a
sure way-

Germany having been declared an aggress-
or, her credits in the United States were frozen.

The same action was applied to Ttaly when
Mussolini chose to become Hitler's “tattered
lackey” —to use Mr. Churchill’s apt term, It
was also applied to the Axis occupied countries.
Now, as Japan, imitating the Nazi method of
brigandage, attempts to take under her “pro-
tection” Indo-China and Thailand, and undoubt-
edly with the object of the further extension of
her “protection” to the Dutch East Indies, Am-
erica adopts similar measures to cause her econo-
mic cramps.

Consular officials in the United States foungd
to be engaged in political intrigues have been de-
ported. - German and Italian agents who have
been handiing American goods in the Latin Re-
publics have been replaced, thus causing con-
siderable disorganization of the system carefully
dbuilt up in the Western Hemisphere with the
object of undermining the constituted authority
throughout the Americas. Now has been com-
pleted a blacklist of firms and individuals be-
lieved to be instituting subversive activities. They
may not scll to, and they may not obtain goods
from America. The blacklist is to be extended
to countrics in Ilurope and Asia as well —a
decision wiich should give any nation disposed
to afford the agents of the Axis powers a free
hand pause seriously to consider their position.

Against such countries as Germany, Italy and
Japan, the cconomic weapon wielded by America
deals as real war blows as the bombs drepped by
the Royal Air Force or as the shells and depth
charges of naval warships, and they are even
more widespread in effect. Spain, Turkey and
Sweden, infiltrated by Nazi agents, must watch
their actions 1f they are to avoid the severance
of all trade with the United States and with the
countries of Central ahd South America as well.
Japan in particular is highly vulnerable to such
form of attack. As she moves to involve her-
self in another conflict, she is under no mis-

apprehension as to the paralysing effect, not
only upon her warships, seeking their prey 3,-
000 miles from their home waters,.but.upon her
operations in China as well, when America cuts
off her oil supplies.

The heroic Greeks, whose great courfge and
determination in defence of their country
thrilled the outside world last winter and spring,
have been left in great distress and in peril of
actual famine, according to Lincoln MacVeagh,
United States minister to Greece, who has just
returned home, Those who were filled with
admiration for the valor and patriotism of the
Greeks will now be saddened by their condi-
tion and will feel a deep pity since relicf seems
almost impossible:

Food supplies cannot be obtained from other
cotntries —central ~ Europe or Russia —the
United States minister, says and their fishing
fleet has been destroyed.

The United
States was formerly in the best position to make
such an appeal as a strong neutral country, but
the United States is now working closely with
the enemies of Germany, and would hardly ger
much of a hearing at Berlin for compassionate
treatment of a conquered country.

The foulest thing that Hitler or the Nazis
could do would surprise no one now. The starv-
ing of the brave Greeks and the murderous cam-
paign upon Russia are just the latest incidents in
a vicious record, in which justice, decency, hu-
manity have no place whatever.
