Associated Press
109 Years Old

HALIFAX, Feb, 21 —(CP) —
The Assoclated Press, only co-oper-
ative news gathering agency inthe
United States and biggest in the
world, was 100 years old Monday.
' This composite personality of
American journalism had its be-
ginning when six New York news-
papers shared the cost of main-
taihing a man at Halifax to meet
trans-Atlantic steerners, His stories
travelled a ccmplex route.

Perspiring pony express drivers

there despatchies went to  Saint

John, N.B, by chartered paddle
steamer. The “electric telegraph”

D. H, Oraig, AP's 'first man at
Halifax periodically boarded steam-
ers Here and went as far ‘as Bos-
ton, Vital news left the ship via
carrier pigeon shortly ' before the
arrival,

The overland express made its
first run from Halifax to Victoria
Beach Feb, 21, 1849, .

When telegraph  networks and
cable communications put an end
to couriers, AP began expanding.

‘The co-operative ownership ‘idea
was retalned. Like its ally the Can-
adian Press, AP is supported by the
newspapers. Some~1,200 independ-
ent dailies in the United States
along with the big syndicates—
Hearst, Scripps-Howard and Frank
E. Gannett Chains— share in the
cost of AP and from jt get the news
of the world.

In his book “Barrier's Down”,
general manager Kent Cooper says
of AP:

“It (AP)...1s a co-operative news-
gathering association that collects
the news of the world for its mem-
ber newspapers, large and amall. It
has had the loyalty of its nembers
and employees longer than any
other co-operative of its size..re-
markable differences, rare likeness-
es, mediocre and keen mentalities
have been a part of it...

“Every newspaper man who has
lived in (the United States) in the
last hundred years has in some
form or other, and at some time
or another, in some way felt its in-
fluence upon the newspaper with
which he has been connected.”

Incorporated in 1900, AP battled
from 1914 until 1934 to throw off
restrictiots lmposed by wmono-
polistic European news agencies—
Reuters, Havas and Wolff. Be-
tween them, the three controlled
news dissemination in  nearly all
parts of the world. AP's  struggle
was one for freedom of internation-
al news exchange.

AP's later growth and hurdle of
the great international news bar-
rlers progressed through South
Arnerica, Europe and, finally the
Far Past,

Today, {t maintains bureaus in
nearly all world capitals and prin-
cipal cities. Its news service tells of
the actions and plishments of
individuals and nations.
