Sees. Added Weaith

At the same time, says Herr Utsch,
‘the interests of.the counry will be
served, since every fresh small colony
increajses the national weqlth, and
makes it more independent of foreign
countries in the production of food.
He sees a further advantage in at-
tracting labor to rural districts,

The writer divides the nature of the
employment of the settlers as follows:

Settlement for men employed in in-
dustries or factories.

Holdings for agricultural laborers.

Holdings for independent artisans.

‘Small holdings with land attached
up to sixty acres or more.

Congidering the first class named
they necessarily will be only possible
in the vicinity of towns, or large in-
dustrial concerns. He considers it
advisable for large manufacturers or
factory. owners to act in conjunction
with the district administraive au-
thorities as founders of settlements
and to build new factories in the coun-
try near railway or navigable water-
ways.

The question of the settlement of
thosé coming under Class 2 will, be
vital for agriculture after the war.
These holdings, he says, should be
large enough to enable the settler:to
grow sufficient cereals and potatoes
for himself and family and to keep
one or two cows. They might be as
large as eight acres in extent.

As for the independent artisans'in
clags three, it would be for the inter-
egts of every community to do its ut-
mos to attract labor to the land in its
immediate vicinity.

Farms Provided

Under class four, which would be
providing of peasant holdings, the dis-
trict authorities and the provincial
settlement companies - would  have it
to deal with, These settlers would be
those who could command sufficient
capital and possessed adeguate agric-
ultural knowledge, those who before
the war were tenant farmers, farm
agents, or belonged to the more ef-
ficient class of farm laborers. «

With the artisans of Class 3 they
would contribute to the solution of the
agricultural labor problem for ' their
children could obtain situations. as
servants with the large land owners
in the neighborhood.

Herr Utsch believes that during the
first period after the war it will be
necessary to proceed mainly with the
establishment of individual settle-
ments near existing villages, for the
settlers will find it easier to make a
living and with the assastance of the
communes, buildings will be cheaper.
It will not be necessary to undertake
road making and drainage operations
on a large scale. This character of
settlement, -he believes, would induce
soldiers to settle near their old homes
where, as they are known assistance
will be more readily given to them.

Funds From War Prifits

sary to establish such communal set-
tlements, the writer suggests that ab-
out 10 per cent of all war profits which
after the- payment of taxes exceed
20,000 marks qught to be {em on mort:
