“When bobbed the halir grows
downward from the scalp; when
long and done up the accustomed
‘downsweep’

pulls upward, placing
on the tiny muscles surrounding
the follicles and disturbing the tiny
scalp nerves and blood  vessels.
Burning, itthing scalp and the
headache result.”

Mr. Thomas said that nightly
massage of the scalp, using the
balls of the fingers in a rotary

movement, until the scalp struc-
ture becomes accustomed to.the
change, will usually relieve both
itching and headaches.
