Painting Hints

A word about painting. Very dry,
old wood should have an extra
amount of oil added to the paint to
satisfy the absorption: in this case
allow extra drying time. Use a
priming coat and a finishing coat.
Some firms make a special galvan-
ized iron primer for this purpose.
Be certain before painting over
shingles that they have been
weathered. In any case try out.one
or two, and leave the rest for a
day or two, because sometimes
stains are used for shingles that
will discolor the paint., Never paint
on a damp surface.

The suocessful use of color in
painting depends upon simple rules
One of the most important is that
the color chosen should be suitable
for the object to be_ painted—one
does not paint a grand piano a
porch grey, nor an old iron stove
baby blue. This, while obvious, is
a point which should not be forgot-
ten, because while one would do
anything so outrageous as to paint
an old iron stove in baby blue,
nevertheless lesser blunders are
just as offensive to a particular
person.
