Eighteen starters, and
every colt but one, won from
twenty six dollars and twenty five
cents to two hundred and thirty
three dollars and seventy five
cents. \

A, MacKinnon, D.S.O., .
W. Boulter, MB.E, president and
secretary of the P. E, I. Exhibition
Association for the grant of $1,000,
to enable us to carry on ‘these
futurities. As in the past these
two gentlemen have co-operated in
every way to make our club thes
success it has been.
