NO WORD YET FROM VATICAN
ON WAR,

ON THE ITALIAN FRONTIER, via
Chiasso, May 27.—Pope Benedict thus
far has made no pronouncement with
regard to Italy's entry into the war,
though' it is reported that a Papal
document will be issued shortly,

. The Osservatore Romano, the organ
of the Vatican, has remained silent
concerning the opéning of hostilities,
having only published a decree of the

Front, April 29th, 1915,
My Dear Sister,—Since I decided to
write this letter things have become
a_ little uncomfortable. It is now 11.30
p.m. and two of us are standing in a
dug-out.. The evening has been very
quiet, but now the shells are bursting
very close. Our dug-out dis shrapnel-
proof, but nothing will save us if a
“Jack Johnson” hits it. They will
dig a hole ten feet deep, so0 if one gets
down Avhere he will be safe from shell
he may be buried alive. Tonight they
are shells which are. similar to our
7’8,
The past week has becn a bad one,
since 4.30 p.n. on April 22nd until
now. But I believe the enemy is well
spent and it will only. be a short while
before we shall be advancing. Below
are a few remarks on the week’s
fighting, which is no doubt the longest
battle that has been fought on this
frontier:—
Thursday, April 22nd, 4.30 p.m. The
enemy, who had massed an enormous
number of troops in this district,
started a heavy artillery bombard-
ment all along the line, and at the
same time poured poisonous gases
into the lines of the French troops,
who were holding the trenches mnext
to the Canadian Division. Taken by
surprise, they had' to retire aleng a
front of about five and one half miles.
The Germans poured in and were first
stopped by the 10th Battalion, who
were called up and met them at 7 p.m.,
driving them back. Before two a.m.
on April 23rd the whole Canadian
Division was in the fight, driving the
Germans back and holding them in
places. At four pm. on the 23rd,
they had to face the gases and in a
couple of places had to retire to keep
a straight line, and for other reasons,
which you will hear later.
On the night of the 24th we were
reinforced by the Irish Fusiliers, the
Northumberland Fusiliers, and the
Indians, who succeeded in driving the
ememy back to almost their original
position.
On the night of the 26th our men
were taken out of the trenches, and
an average over sixty per cent, were
among the casualties,
On April 26th at 1.30 p.m, I met the
4Third Brigade going back to the
trenches, about six hundred strong,
out of over five thousand. They were

WITCHCRAFT IN NOVA SCOTIA.

It was a particular surprise to the
public that the Grand Jury found no
bill in the witcheraft case. His Lord-
ship afterwards had the accused,
Fanny Dismal, brought before him
and strongly reprimanded her for the
practices, which the evidence in. the
lower court showed she had been
using, His Lordship endeavoured to
extract a promise from Fanny that she
would. discontinue these practices with
the Bible and key, but Fanny refused
to commit herself to any such agree-
ment, and after receiving her dis-

The Fourth Battalion went into the
fight at five a.n. on the 23rd and
charged up a slope over open ground,
while the enemy held the ridge and
mowed them down with machine
guns. They advanced in open order
in short rushes, lying down and dig-
ging themselves in. At 2 p.m. on the
same day there were less than three
hundred men left out of ten hundred
and fifty. With reinforcements they
took the ridge the same night.
