BERLIN, May 30 —(AP)—

quantities brightened Berlin tab'es
tecnight after many months of in-
dbility to get mure than one _or

two, if any, because of the Nazi
government's food conservation
policy.

The appearance of the big box-
es of the Spanish fruit in stores
eased a burden for housewives and
prompted many questions as to why
oranges suddenly became plentiful.
The customary ahswer given in
streets was that Spanish National-
ist Leader General Franco was
paying off part of his “war debt”
to Germany in that way.

Otherwise, German supplies of
food and raw material are pract-
jcally on a wartime footing. Food
hoarding has been undertaken on
a gigantic scale by the German
state.
