Gandier’s lecture rn Mt. Vesuvius and
the Buried Cities of Herculencum and
Pompeii last evening in St. James’ Hail
considered it well worth going out in
such disagreeable weather as last even-
ing was. Rev. Mr. Fullertoa ia intro-
ducing the speaker expresced his sur-
prite and gratification at seeing so man)
there. The I+ eturer described their en.
trance into Naples through fruitful
valleys and an endless succession of
lemon, ; mulberry and orange trees.

He
described it as being ill paved, ill ligh -
ed, ill-governed and ill-bui.t. The peo-
ple are not educated and not over clean
in their habits, doing all their house
work even to washing the children and
using the fine comb on the streets and
as the streets are by no means wide
and roomy, this does not add to its
altrectiveness.
