As the class name “Fleet” in-
dicates these two always sail as
escorts with a fleet of heavy fight-
ing ships. Consequently they
don’t get a chance for single
combat like the foraging Tribals
Haijda and Iroquois do, and thus
they rarely get into the news.

But this story gives an idea what
it's like to prowl constantly
through the storm-swept Arctic in
search of trouble.

‘The Algonquin, commanded by
Lt-Omdr., D. W. Piers, DSC,
Halifax, and the Sioux, under IL#.
Cmdr. Fric Boak, Victoria, B.C,
left. their treeless snow-covered
base somewhere in northern Bri-
tain one December day in the
teeth of an ice-edged wind.
