Forty Seven Inmates Housed in The Iastitutiop—

‘Represented.

THE IDIOTIC AND POOR

QUARTERED TOGETHER

Many Express a Dzsire to Attend Worship it Thzir Clothes
Were Presentable. Iumates Compelled to go to Bed
When Thair Clothes are B2ing Washed. —Th2 Food
is Good But The Ventilation Bad.—Bathroom Prac-
ically Useless Without Appliances.

Yesterday afternoon a GUARDIAN re-
p-esentative visited the Poor House. Upon
enquiry of the keeper, Sergt. Allen, he
learned that there are 40 inmates in the
institution—27 males and 20 females. Re-
ferringtothe books it was found that 32are
Catholics; 12 belong to St. James’ Chureh;
(Pres;) 1 to Zion Church, (Pres;) 1to St.
Pauls; 1 to Wesleyan. The four oldest in-
mates are 99, 99, 97 and 93 years of age, re-
srestively. There are 11 over 80 years;
8 over 70 years; 11 over 60; 2 over 50; 4 over
40; 5 over 30; 5 over 20. The youngest 21,
Seven deaths have occurred in the present
year. The representativethen examined

-the visitor's book and found that there

have been 123 visits by the Doctor during
the present administration. No record of
medicine given or when administered is
kept. Norecord of the cause of death is
to'be found in the institution. Mr. Alien
states that he administers medicine when
ordered and reports cases of illness to the.
physician. A physician’s book isnot kept
except some remarks which are keptina
book by the Keeper of the Institution.

. he was not yet in receipt of the clothes.

The representative then enquired ‘about
the cleanliness of the inmates. He was
informed that it was next to impossible
to keep them clean without g change of
clothes. A number of the inmates because
of the lack of a change are put tuo 'bed or
are given a skirt to wear while their
clothes are being washed, If it is a good
drying day the victim of the wash will
possibly have to stay iu bed one day only.
‘Should the weather be unfavorable he
has to s:aylonger.

There is no clothes to give the people
who enter the Poor House. The candidate
for admission, if he is not able to produce
a change must go to bed until his clothes
are washed. Upon further enquiry ‘it
was learned that according to the previous
order of things' the clothes should have
been received at least a month after the
issuing of the order. Since the issuing of
the above order for the clothesthree dozen
shirts were asked for, but only two dozen
were received. It appears, however, that
