LONDON.— The long expected Bri-
tish offensive hag commenced. Bri-
tish and French forces. cooperated this
morning in joint offensive on two
fronts. They. swept forward in tull
success to their first objectives.

In Flanders beyond Messines, Wys-
chnete Ridge, British and French
troops brought to a climax the vast
artillery preparation of the past week
by a concentrated mass attack. Fight-
ing started at 3.50 this morning and
official statement and battlefront des-
patches said the fighting was continu-
ing flercely and that the Allies had
captured their first objectives. The
