W AsHINGTON, April 23.— A most sersa.

t:onal development of tbe investigatien ney-general for the post office department,
of post office department affairs occurred !
just before the department closed to-day, '

when Postmaster-General Payne an-
pnounced the summary dismissal of James
H. Tyne, assistant attorney-general for
the pcst office department, coupling with
the announcement the startling charge
that all the papers and records in tho safe
of the latters’ office had been .abstracted
by Mrs. Tyne, wife of the discharged
officer, with the assistance of otbers.

The postmaster-general stated that Mrs.
Tyne has refused the demand of the gov-
ernment for the return of the papers
taken and said the circnmstances would
be submitted by him te the department
of justice to-morrow.

Other sensaticnal developmentsare ex-
pected. The question of arrests is now
under consideration.

The facts are told tersely in the letter
of dismissal signed by Postmas ter-General
Payne, and made publie to-night. The
letter is:— . ‘
Washington, April 22, 1903.

“James N. Tyne, Assistand Attorney
Gereral for the Post Office Depart-
ment:— .

“Sir,—You are hereby removed from
the cffice of assistant attorney-general for
the post office department.

“I deem it proper to give you the rea-
son for this summary action on the part
of the department. Early in the month
of March I communicated to you, through
a mutual friend, a request for your resig-
nation. After a painful interview with
you,anda more painful one with Mrs.
Tyne, l'copsented to modify the demand

effect on y 1, 1908, with the proviso,
however, that you were given leave Jof
absence from the time of the acceptance

She then uu-
locked the dcor entering from the public
bsll into the private room aud admitted
ber sister, Mrs. Barrett, whose soa was
formerly assistant in your office, and
whose conduct is now under investigation
by the department. She was admitted
in the same manner, G. G. Hanner, an
expert in the employ of the Mosler Safe
Company, with whom she made an ar-
rangement. At her direction, Mr. Hanner
opened the safe in the room; and she
took therefrom all papers, records and
articles of every kind, and carried’ them
away with her. .
“Immediately upon learning what had
been done, I directed the fourth ass’stant
postmaster-general tosend two inspectors
to your house to demand, in the name of |,
the postmaster-general, the delivery to
them of any papers, documents or other
materials which bad been abstracted from
the eafe. This demani was refused by
Mrs. Tyner; and she likewise refused to
permit the inspectors to ses you or to
see and examine the papers in her pre-
sence. Mrs Tyne further stated to the
post office inspectors that she committed
the act with your knowledge and by your
direction. Further eomment on thistrans-
action, on my part, is not necessary.
“The facts in the case will be submitted
to the attorney-general of the United
States for such action in the premises as
he may deem proper.
