nihilation of the negro race.

All know 'this is untrue, Mrs. Bar-
nett said. The lynching record di-
closes the hypocrisy of the lynchers.

Describing the riots at Springfield,
Mrs. Barnett said it wass all because
a white woman said that a negro
man had assaulted her.

Later the woman published a re-
traction, but the lyncher’s wictims
were dead.
