OTTAWA, March 2—Adopting
the system of short term financ'ng
popular wi‘h the British Govern-
ment, the Departm:nt of Finance
will tomorrow call for tenders for
an issue of debentures in treasury
bills of two maturities, three
months and eight months,

In taking this step to finance
the period interven'ng before a
general loan offering will be made
later in the year. The government
seeks to take advantage of the
present situation which finds
banks, insurance companies and
other financial institupions with
comparatively large sums of lquid
assets available for the best type
of short term investment.

The bills will be in denomin-
ations of $25,000 and $100,000, dated
March 1, 1934, and issued in two
series, one maturing on June 1,
1934, and the other Nov. 1, 1934,
Tenders must be for an amount
not less than $100,000; they will be
opened in the office of Hon. E. N.
Rhodes, Minister of Finance and
Recelver General, at mnoon on

6.

March 6.

Allotments will be made to the
bidders on the day the tender is
received, and payment in full will
be required by noon of the follow-
ing day, after which delivery of
the bills will be made. No commis-
sion is to be pald on the sale of
the. hills.

FINANCING Describes Efforts
To Save Czar

_Commander Locker-Lampson
Gives Sensational Evidence
In London Court.

LONDON, March 2—A member
of Parliament calmly disclosed in
a musty London court room today
that he had tried to save the Rus-
sian Royal Family from death at
the hands of blood-mad revolution-
arfes and that he had been invited
to jous & plot to kill the monk
Rasputin.

Commander Oliver Locker-Lamp-
son, the witness, brought to a
startling finish the four days of
testimony in the $2,000,000 libel
suit instituted by Princess Irena
Youssoupoff against the Metro-
Goldwyn-<Mayer Pic'ures, Ltd. pro-
ducers of “Rasputin and the Em-
press” in which the plaintiff claims
she was defamed.

If thrill-seeking soclety members
and others believed their shudders
were over with the finish of ac-
ounts pf how the sinister monk
was pci~eed, beaten, and stot in
the cellar of the Bt. Petersburg
Imperial Palace they were mistak-
en, for Locker<-Lampson’s s'ory
sent electric waves through  the
packed court room.

The Commander, a member of
Parllament for 25 years and the
holder of a distinguished war re-
cord, declared he was partly re-
sponsible for recruiting an armor-
ed car force which went to Russia
during the Great War.

“I got back to Petrograd when
the revolution broke out, he testi-
fied, “I was besieged In my hotel
there. I met the Czar and served
as a fighter under Grand Duke
Nicholas.”

“Was it arranged,” interrupted
defense counsel Sir Willlam Jow-
itt, “that you should evacuate the
Royal family.

“I was actually acquainted not
only with Rasputin himself, but
with Viadiiir Purishkvitch (one of
those who helped kil the monk)
and others.

“I was actually invited by Pur-
ishevitch to murder Rasputin,” Sir
Patrick interposed:

“You havent come here merely
%0 tell us that, have you? you will
be in the papers even more prom-
inently, now than as a member of
parliament.”

Locker-Lampson started to spesk
but Sir Patrick said:

“You will be the star line in the
evening news, and all your con-
stituents will read it, don’t go too
far will you?”

The Commander however, calm-
ly went on with his testimony and
told the details 6f the slaying of
Gregory Rasputin. the so-cal'ed
“power behind the Russian thro-e”
—how his enemies gave him pois-
oned food, then shot him, beat him
with heavy cudgels, and finally
hurled the bleeding body in the lcy
river.
He testified as Sir Wiliam sald
—“%o do what you can to assist
the ends of Justice.”

His recital supplemented the
testimony yesterday of Prince Felix
Youssoupoff, husband of the Prine
cess, he sald he was puzsled by the
condition of the cases and went
