WHEELS AND THEIR BEARINGS
fidiis s
Wear and Vibration Tend to Loosen
. All Car Parts.
. _——
‘Cecasionally, after long msage,
a sudden “snap” will be noticed
when the power is applied ot start

i |a car and ‘espec’ally when its mo-

tion is changed forward to reverse
or vice versa. This is quite likely
to be due to looseness of the rear
wheels on their axle-shafts. Ex-
cept in cars . with full floating

' jaxles, the rear wheel hub is taper-
'led to fit the correspondingly tap-
- |erel axie-shaft end and a kep and

keyway hold the wheel from turn-
ing when the tapers are drawn to-
gether by the nut on the shaft
end. ‘This nut should be kept per-
fectly tight in order to prevent
the wheel working and wearing
the key and should be vecasionally
inspected and se* up. If neglected,
and the keying becomes damaged,
the keyway can be slightly widen-
ed, a larger key fitted to it and the
lost motien of the wheel on the
shaft thus eliminated. In the case
of ful] floating axles, the tightness
of the driving-flange bolts is es~
sential in order to -avoid “work-
ing"” of the rear wheels. A wopd
wheel s held together by bolts
that pass through its spokes and
hub-flanges and, A unless these are
kept tight, there is more or less
“working’ of the spokes and con-
siderable ‘creaking,” especially in
turning corners. 1t is well occas-
ionally to jack up both rear wheels
and see what the conditions are. It
should not he possib®e to move a
wheel apprecicbly up and-~ down
on the axle for this denotes bear-
ing wear and, if the bearings are ot
the parallel roller type, this indi-
cates that they must be replaced if
considerably -loose. A _wheel and
its shaft should have but very
slight end play motion in line with
the axle. Such looseness is very
readiy taken up in axles with tap-
ered raller outside bearing, by ad-
pusting them slightly inward. These
bearifi can be gotten at by remov-
ing the wheels with a “puller.’ Us-
uaily the bearing is in a carrying
sleeve, that scrws into the axle
housing and can be moved the
required amount and escurely lock-
ed. Both bearing should be gdjust-
ed equally or one wheel wiil be
closer in than the other. In other
forms of axle, the replacement of
thrust washers or Affie adjustment
ot thrust bearings is required to

regulate end play.
