Earth Tremors

STEELE,

ST. LOUIS, Nov., 23—(AP) —
Earth tremors, apparently caused
by the shifting of large strata of
underground rock 31 miles south
of here, were felt in five Mississippi
Valley States today.

Residents in many parts of Mis-
souri, Illinois, Kansas, Iowa and
Wisconsin were alarmed, but no
major damage was reported.

The St. Louis University Seismo-
graph showed the main shock, so
intense it knocked one of the
needles off the Seismograph, lasted
130 seconds and was followed by
less noticeable tremors lasting a-
bout 15 minutes Rev. James B.
MacElwane, Uriversity Seismologist,
d scribed the quake as the most
intense in this area since 1917.

The shocks rattled dishes and
windows in homes, shook buildings,
threw persons from beds and
chairs, and caused telephone op-
erators and po'ice in this area to
be swamped with calls.
