It s gratifying to note continued in-
crease in dollar volume of sales being
experienced and reported by Dominion
Stores, - Limited, Undoubtedly, this dol-
lar showing reflects the very large gain
in turnover as measured in actual quan-
tity as compared with A year ago. For
the five weeks ended May 30th the com-
pany reported sales of $2582702 an in-
crense over the same month a year ago
of $186,078. This gain is at the rate of
7.6 per cent as compared with a loss
of 1.04 per cent in April, one of 1.05
per cent in March, a gain of 774 per
cent in February and one of 2.71 per cent
in January. In other words, out of the
five periods reported upon in the cur-
rent year, gaing have heen established
for three, while losses in the other two
have heen reatively small, The result of
this s that for the 22 weeks to May
a0th, sales volume of the company has
agzreanted §10,786,600 an increase of
$412.022 over the corresponding period
of 1930, this guin being at the rate of
208 per. cent,
