Hon. W. H. Dennis, Minister of Ag-
riculture contradicts the report
that h's department has entered
into the real-estate business. "It is
true,” he says, “we have approxi-
mately 200 farms in this province,
listed for sa'e. We opened up this
Bureau, with the idea that we
might be able to assist the people
who had farms for sale, as well as
those who were looking for farms
to purchase. Strange to say, the
number of people wishing to sell, is
very large, compared with the num-
ber who are looking for farms to
buy. Up to the present time, we
have not accompl'shed very much,
nevertheless, we do not consider
that the time devoted to the matter
has been altogether wasted, for if
the Hormby Scheme of the settle-
ment of from 50 to 100 families in
this province takes place, which we
expect it will, then we have the
information that their management
would want at hand, and will be
ahle to lay before them, a descrip-
tion of 200 or more farms, that are
now available in the province.”
