liGetting Nearer THE PERILS OF PAULINE I

ISLANDER WAITES
OF BIG BATTLE

The following letter has been re-
ceived by Mr. John Smith, of Pownal
from his grandson Walter Smith, a
member of the 16th Battalion and who
took part in the famous charge made
by thut regiment at Langemarck:

France, May 15th, 1915,

Dear Grandpa,—I have sent you a
few field post cards since the charge,
which you ‘bave no doubt read about,
by now, so #won't tell you much about
that.

On the 20th of April we came oul
of some trenches near St. Julian for
four da rest, but on the afternoon

of the 22nd, 4 oclock, the Germans
started to drop “Jack Johnsons” into
Ypres.

We were billeted just at the edge of
the town, so had to leave in a hurry.
We had no supper, and all I could
groh was my medical haversack and
some spare bandages.

We dug ourselves in on the other
side of the Yser Canal behind a hedge
running parallel to. it and had just
finished and begun to make ourselves
comfortable for the night, when we
received orders to move.

From there we marched to St. Jean,
the Huns dropping shrapnel pretty
near us all the way, which wasn't very
pleasant and from there we turned to
the left and marched about five hun-
dred yards where we were put in
charging formation, passcd the 10th
Battalion and lay down in a field.

When the 10th advanced we were
only supposed to act as supports and
follow up, but somehow we overtook
the 10th and went right through them
and were all mixed up into one lot
led by Col. Leckie. We made it to-
gether and when we got within about
200 vards of the German trenches,
which were on the side of a wood the
fire they opened on us' was terrific¢,
the bullets smed to come like water
from a watering can. Men were fall-
ing all around and I was lookir for
a nice soft place to frall, but I came
through without a scrateh—but some
of the sights I saw that night!

We drove them through the wood
and captured the 4.7 guns and then
beyond the wood for about half a mile,
using the cold. steel at every oppor-
tunity.

We came back to the first trench
we had captured and fmproved it. This
we held until the morning of the 24th’
when we were relieved by the drd
Battalion, when we went back about
half a mile and went into reserve
trenches, These got under a merciless
shell fire which’'I thought for'a while
would wipe us out, as they must have
dropped shells overy ten yards every
minute,

On the night of the 24th ult., we
went back about a mile more and
were in the centre of about 10 bat-
teries which were shelling all the

time, and we got what was meant for
the batteries most of the time.
We were rclieved from there on
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May 4th and came back to Bailleul,
where we stayed for a week, and last
night we were moved to here, (some-
where—-in France)—we think we-are
about an hour’s walk from Estairs,
and are not near the trenches. We
were just played out and know how
to appreciate a good rest. Will close
now with love to all. T remain

word came to Mr. W. E. Smith, un-
cle of Walter that the latter had been
shot and severely wounded.  His skull
‘was fractured and he was otherwise’
injured. His condition is considered
very critical,

SLAND BOYS BRAVELY
- CABRY AMMUNTTION
" THROUGH AN NFERND

The following letter is from Spur-
geon Jenkins ,son of Mrs. Robert Jen-
kins Marvin, and is from France:

France,
45 May 9, 1915

Dear Mother:—Here I am some dis-
tance back from the firing line. We
have come back for a rest and we
needed it. I have noidea how long we
will stay here, 1 am going to try and
write you a long letter for once to-
night. For a' wonder we can lie down
to sleep without the whine of shells
in our ears: For the past three weeks
we were under-shell fire almost the
whole time, but its odd what one can
get used to. My chums and I have
rolled into our blankets with the
_shells bursting within fifty yards of us,
and slept like logs, “Bird,’”" my chum
often remarked “Jenks” we'd look nice
if we woke up in the morning and
found ourselves dead, many a poor fel-
low has' gofie to sleep and never
awoke. ‘Its funny: what queer pranks
shells ‘will play, and every different
kind-has-its-own peculiar noise. . One.
night while we were bivouackes in
a field in less than one hour we count-
ed oné hundred and thirty-one shells
pass over‘our heads and burst any-
where from fifty to one hundred yards
from us.. They make a noise for all
the world like a2 <dog when he objects

to one playing a mouth organ. But
we never realiy get used to it, you
try and make yourself think you
are hardened to it, but perhaps you

don't cover your head with the blank-
ets when you hear one passing by
and bursting within a few' yards of
your sleeping quarters. I can’t begin
to describe the relief it is tonight to
be able to turn in and sleep  without
being disturbed. I've had some very
close calls since coming to  France
and I was beginning to think seriously
of how long my good luck was going
to last. When a fellow sees men blown
to pieces almost at his feet and passes
them lying by the roadside in all
shapes it sets him thinking. The clos-
est call T had was when a piece of
shell passed through my cap. I'll nev-
er forget one night ag long a 1 live, a
certain battery was running short of
brigade Ammunition Column got put
out of action, and we had to take their
place. The Germans were shelling all
the roads and word reached us that a
ammunition had to be supplied
at all costs.
