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A Quake Lasting Seconds
Terrifies People of Stanley,
Shock Felt at Several
Points.

»

8T JOHN, June 28.—A seismic dis-
turbance at Stanley (N.B.) yesterday
morning caused a brief period of
terror to the inhabitants of the village
and of outlying districts; no damage
has been reported, but the convulsion
of the earth’s surface in the area
affected was of considerable import-
ance and buildings rocked dangerously
during the quake.

Worshippers in the Catholic church
at Stanley were greatly startled when
the edifice suddenly became agitated
in the grip of force that caused the
building to shake and twist; a number
of nervous people rushed from the
church and those who remained were
greatly disturbed.

The centre of the disturbance seems
to have been at a point west of Stan-
ley. The quaking lasted eight seconds,

In Stanley, kitchen utensils rattled
loudly, furniture creaked and was
moved appreciably and in two
churches fittings were effected to a
considerable degree. In the drug
store at the village bottles were
knocked from the shelves,

The earthquake, according to resi-
dents of Stanley, was one of the most
pronounced experienced in the district
for more than a quarter of a century.

From Hartland and points along the
Upper St John, seismic disturbances
were also reported yesterday.

'he had received the profits made by
his clerk, Ernest Powell, out of the
sale of medical supplies to the Govern-

Other amounts were
expended in the payment of business
debts of Garland’s. After Parliament
opened and the Government had com-
menced to investigate the contract
through the Public Accounts Com
mittee Garland had repaid Powell
$6,300 and directed him to return it
to Chairman Morphy of the Com:
mittee. He had done this because he
had been “advised by some of the
leading members of the Government
to get that money back if I could.”

UDINE, Italy, June 28.—The bom-
bardment of Malborghetto continues.”
This laconic phrase has been repeated
daily since the bombardment of Aus-
trian positions Just west of Tarvis
began on June 12 To understand its
meaning one must realise that the
struggle is proceeding in the very
heart of precipitgus mountains, which
rise between theé Italians and the
Austrians like a titanic wall. The
work accomplished by the Italians in
this region is described by the head
of the French ' military mission as
cyclopic. A specifal road has been
built for the transportation of artillery
to peaks for the bombardment of
Malborghetto. Donkeys and mules
are used for carrying guns, ammuni-
tion and provisions, and a thousand
mountaineers, even women, have
climbed the heights with a pack on
their shoulders. When everything
was ready the Austrians bombarded
the road and made the Italian position
untenable. The Italian gunners then
decided to bombard Malborghetto by a
Parabolic fire and placed their bat-
teries behind mountains where the
Austrians could not see them. With
the assistance of signallers on the
top of the mountain the gunners, in
presence of King Victor Emmanuel
and members of the French military
mission, began the bombardment of
the position. The first shot fell 500
yards wide, but the second went very
near and struck what the Italians call
Austria’s Thermopylae. The enthusi-
asm on the Italian side was great.
The King shook hands with officers
directing the gunnery and he was also
warmly congratulated by the French
officers.

FIERCE FIGATING

In this connection
the importance is emphasised of im-
proved methods of production with a
view to a better return to producer,
proper instruction and demonstration,
increased acreage under production,
attracting a permanent class of agri-
cultural immigrants, stimulating co-
operation among producers and pro-
viding cold storage and abbatoir
facilities. i

The great area of agricultural land
in the Dominion emphasises the need
of particular methods of production
to meet local conditions “and creates
unusual problems affecting distribu-
tion of products in home markets and
the trade thus created, the transport
of products to Canadian ports and
their transport to the foreign market.

The Prime Minister emphasised the
importance of Canadian manufacture
of all possible raw material for ex-
port, The importance of “reducing
the present great discrepancy between
the price received by the producer and
that paid by the consumer should nof
be overlooked,” he stated.

THE CANADIANS GALLANT
CHARGE WITH BAYONET

LONDON, June 28.—The Canadian
troops have again been called upon to
beat the best soldiers in the German
army, and once more they have suc-
cqeded. The gallant soldiers from
Canada were sent into action at
LaBassee in a three-days’ battle last-
ing from June 15 to 17. They cap-
tured four lines of the German
trenches, but part of these had to be
relinquished later because the Cana-
dian ammunition had been expended.
Details of the Canadians’ feat i/
LaBassee arrived in the following
narrative from the front:—

“With other British forces the
Canadians were ordered to take the
German trenches in a sector at
LaBassee. The Canadians were led
in the undertaking by the First
Ontario regiment, with the Third
Toronto regiment acting as a support.

‘“ After a cannonade the Canadians
made a bayonet charge with great
gallantry. In less than fifteen minutes
they were in full possession of the
first line of German trenches. There
they paused only for a moment.

“They went tearing at the second
line then, which they carried gallantly.
In a few minutes the third and fourth
lines were assailed and carried.

“The Canadians followed at the
heelss of the fleeing enemy, giving
him no time to rally his forces. The
battalion at once began to consolidate
the conquered positions, but finally
the Germans made a stand and opened
a counter-attack.”

“In the meantime the Canadians’
ammunition had run low. Their gren-
ades had been expended in carrying
the four lines of trenches, They re-
sisted the counter-attack obstinately,
but finally, with another shower of
shells and grenades, the gallant Cana-
dians had to relinquish the front line
of trenches.”

“In the partial retirement which
followed,” continues the narrative,
“the Canadian losses were very heavy.
During the night of June 16th the
gecond brigade relieved the first brig-
ade and Ontarians.”

COMMISSION OX
MANTOB SEARDAL

Has Begun Enquiry, Fuller-
ton Defines His Charges.
Sitting  Adjourned  Till
Wednesday.

WINNIPEG, Man., June 28.—Sit-
ting in the Court of Appeals Chamber
in the court house, one week. after
charges made, the Royal Commission,
consisting of Mr. Justice Perdie,
Chairman, Mr. Justice Galt and Judge
Robson, Public Utilities Commissioner
for Manitoba, met this morning to in-
vestigate allegations that the Norris
Government took office as the result
of a deal with the Roblin regime.
These charges were made last Mon-
day by C. P. Fullerton, acting on be-
half of private Conservative members
of the Legislature. He charged that
the Liberal organization received pay-
ment in money in return for which the
Liberals were to drop election pro-
tests and the parliament buildings in-
vestigation and take over the Govern-
ment.

Fullerton attended to press his
charge with the assistance of E. E.
Williams and A. E. Johnston, Hugh
Phillips and Isaac Pitblado represent-
ed the Norris Government. No wit-
nesses were examined and the session
was devoted to organization.

When the commission opened, Ful-
lerton expressed his confidence in its
members and his pleasure at having
an opportunity to present evidence in .
support of his charges, He said he
expected to. call the Chief Justice of
Manitoba, Judge Hewell, Chief Justice
of the Court of King's Bench, Judge
Mathers and former Judge Phippen as
witnesses and thought it proper he
should advise the commission taht
there might be conflict in the testi-
mony which might involve the possible

questionable propriety of asking
the judges of the = commission
to sit  in  judgment on their

fellow judges. This, he said, was en-
tirely a question for the commission.
“So far as I am concerned, I don't feel
any embarrassment..” “When a judge
comes before the Court as a witness
he is treated like any other witness,”
replied the Chairman.
