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Post-War Planning

Some time ago a committee was set up in the
Mouse of Commons under the chairmanship of
Dr, Cyril James, principal of McGill University,
to study problems of post-war reconstruction
and social security. The research advisor to the
committee is Dr. Leonard C. Marsh, a former
assistant to Sir William Beveridge, author of
the widely-publicized social security plan for
the United Kingdom. Dr. Marsh has prepared
a report based largely on studies made of Can-
acian affairs during the past twelve years. From
the summary of the report in today’s issue, it
will be seen that it covers national health in-
surance, revised unemployment insurance, chil-
dren's allowances, extended old-age and retire-
ment pensions, and funeral grants. The esti-
mated cost of the scheme would be one bil'on
dollars a year, The outlay of a second billion
during the first year after the war on works pro-
jects 13 suggested,

The scheme is much more than an extension
of existing social legislation. For example, the
principle of need would be greatly restricted.
Contributory old-age pensions and non-contri-
butory children's allowances would go to the
wealthy as well as the poor, Collections of con-
tributions would be made from farmers and
others who are in business on their own as well
as from employees. The proposals involve Do-
minion administration of pensions, children’s
allowances, etc., which would mean a consider-
able enlargement of federal powers under the
British North America Act. The report does
ot purport to present s detailed plan for the
different measures it suggests, but rather an
outline of a general system,

Ay such, it will doubtless be very fully discus-
sed by the parliamentary committee. There will
be general agreement as to the objectives which
the planners have in mind—that of eliminating
unemployment, want, and distress, The ques-
tion is can these objectives be achieved along
the lines suggested, without endangering other
things which are also vitally important, such as
our democratic way of life and freedom from
bureaucratic tyranny, '

The report opens up vast and interesting fields
for discussion. Therein, perhaps, may lie a
danger. We have a war to win against very
powerful and resourceful enemies. That is to-
day, as it was three years ago, the question of
first and foremost “importance, We cannot
afford to spend too much time discussing post-
war utopias,

63 Cents For 37 Cents

Our neighbours in New Brunswick netted a
profit of $2,950,956.85 on their liquor business
in the year recently closed, an increase of $730,-
640.26 net profit over that of the preceding
year. In the circumstances our neighbours are
quite jubilant over the business, the more so, as
they proudly boast, in addition to those Three
Millions (in round figures) they handed over to
the Provincial Exchequer, they contributed in
Federal duties and sales tax, another Two Mil-
lion odd, viz. $2,158,728.11. “The total of the
two anwounts, first payable to the Federal Gov-
ernment, second payable to the Provincial Gov-
ernment,” says the report of the Government
Control Commissioner, Mr. R. G. Fulton, “in-
dicate that out of the total gross sales of the
Roard 63.30 per cent of the total receipts of the
Board has been returned to the people for the
various services rendered the public by the Do-
minion and Provincial Governments.”

This, undoubtedly, is something to make a
noise about, two governments fattening and
battening at the expense of the unnatural thirst
of the populace. It means, of course, in plain
figures that, the Governments are pocketing 63
cents and the brewers and distillers 37 cents of
every dollar paid for alcoholic liquor, while the
consumer and taxpayer is left with the headache.

Mr, Lloyd George when he introduced his
Health Insurance scheme in the Old Country,
used to claim that the wage-earner got “6d for
4d”. That is the wage earner contributed 4d
# week out of his hard-earned pay, the employer
4d and the Government another 2d, bringing the
total cost for doctor's attendance and medicine
to 10d per week. In that case, however, it was
the Government earned headache, for, through
the huge miscalculation of Mr. Lloyd George's
advisers, at the end of two years the Government
found itself with a deficiency running into near-
ly $45,000,000. .

The
Northwest Passage, dreamt of by men of vision
for four centuries, will then be at last a reality.”
