The death
rate in the society was only 4.56 per
1000 of the membersbip in 1898, and
the average death rate since the organi-
zation of the society was 4.94.

The Si>k and Faneral Benefit Branch,
though an optional feature. is very
Popular among the membership, up-
wards of 16,000 being enrolled in that
department. The benefits are $3 per
week for the first two weeks of Yilness
and $5 per week for the succeeding ten
weeks during any year, besides a
funeral benefit of $30. The fees for
same, payable monthly in advance, are
from 25 cents to 45 cents, according to
the age of the wmember when joiniag
the braneh. Daring the year 1988 over
843,000 wers paid out in sick and
funeral benefits, and $143,000 in in-
suraoce.

There are now about 700 subordinate
branches, or courts as they are ealled,
throughout Canada,snd ihe order i« now
well established in all the provinces and
territories of the Dominion.

The History of Appendicitis.

The entire liter-ture of appendicitis
down to the year 1899 numbers no less
than 2500 articles, books, etc., and in a
recent pumber of The Medical Record
Dr. Gecrge M. Edebohis, A. M., M.D.,
has a most interesting review on the
‘‘History and Literature of Appendici-
tis.” He says its early history canoot
be traced, owing to tae fict that it was
confused with other diseases. Probably
the first reference tn its dates from

1642. As late as 1838 the xnowledge
of the existence of 8 was by
00 means general. In c be-

gan to be reported. The inauguration
cf modern surgical treatment of appen-
dicvlsr abscesses did not come until
1867, and the first accorded operation
on the appendix was planned and ex-
ecuted on Aug. 24. 1883. The early
operations commonly ended in faflure.
The first successfu! removal of the ap-
pendix was performed on May 8, 1886.
Since that time the number of success-
ful operations has greatly increased, un-
t:], while now it is regarded as a ser-
ious, it is by ne means a fatal, opera-
tion. There is much popular miscon-
ception as to the orgin of appendieitis,
and Dr. Edebohis gives interesting ac-
counts of some things which have been
found in the vermiform appendix, from
which it witl be seen thatthe grape seed
by nu means tha commonest form of in-
jury. Coprol.iths have been found by
everybody who has had much to do

with post-mortsm investigations or with
operations on the appendix. Next to
them pins bave heen the foreign bodies
most frequently met with. Other things
found are grape seeds, melon seeds. a
choeolata nut, a grain of oat, cherry
stones, raspberry  seds, prune
seeds, date seeds,

tomato seeds, fruit stooes, huckleberry

seeds, blackberry seeds, hazel nut shell
a piece of chestnut, peanuts, bair, brist-
le, a glazier’s poiot of zinc, a globule
of solder, a gelatine capsule, a piece
of bove, a piece of screw n:il, a rifla
cartridge and the fin of a fish. This
paper also shows that four per cent of

all women have pendicitis, and they
are a very little more liable to the dis-
ease than men.—Scientific American.

Sik,—Your correspondeat of Quincy,
Mass., advises P. E. I-land farmers to
control the market,and demand a high-
er price when farm products (especially
potatoes) are scarce,aud asks ‘‘why do
Bot the farmers unite and make it
Scarce every year by holding it for a
higher price?”

Your correspondent overlooks the
fact that thers are other places besides
this Province where potatoes are grown
‘and that the supply exceeds tie demand.
Itis competition that makes the price,
and everything else being equal,’ the
farmer or the merchant who can sell
cheapest takes the trade. P. E. I. pro-
duce must compete with that of On-
tario and Quaebec in the Halifax and
Sydney markets, as well as with what
is grown in Nova S:otia.
