SUMMERSIDE, March 8—The open-
ing of the Seed Fair was a busy day
in  Summerside today, officers and
umcialg being kept on the hustle from
early morning. In the afternoon al
well  attended and representative
meeting was held in the Market Hall,
A, J. Mclean, - Tot. 16, presided,
Prof. Ross, of the Department of
Agriculture, delivered a very instruc-
tive address on ‘the development of
Agriculture, After first describing the!
great changes in Agricultural meth-
ods during the past few years, Prof.
Ross, by means of charts, gave an
illustrated account of the amount
gpent by the other provinces in Can-
ada during the past ten years as
compared with what the Department.
of Agriculture of P. 1. I. has spent.
He also gave in detail the amount
spent. per head of population of I: K.
1. last year, which was 12 cents as

_ compared with 14 cents by N. 8. and
16 cents in'N. B. Comparing this ex-
penditure with the upper provinees he
said it was very small, In Quebec
they wpend 22 cents and in Ontario
36 cents per head of population. He
also gave a lengthy account of
large amount spent in different parts
of the United States and also in Eur-
ope, all of which he claimed account-
ed in a large manner for the great
jmprovement made along the lines of
Agriculture in the different countries
and hoped that the years to come
would show much larger expenditure
for agriculture in this provinee,

After Prof. Ross’ address the meet-
_ing was thrown open to the farmers
for discussion, the first speaker was
Rev. L. . Gauthier, who first con-
gratulated Prof. Ross on his excel-
lent address, especially on the great
amount of figures presented. He said
he was glad to see that they were

_awakening to the fact that, in order
to be a successful farmer, agricultur-
al education was required, and was
glad  to say that although perhaps
not the best, the system of agricul-
tural education here has been the
means of good success among the
farmers.

Robt. Agnew here read a telegram
from the former secretary of the Seed
Fair, L. U. Fowler, who i8 at v~
sent {ravelling through Alberta
the interests of the Department  of
Agriculture, organizing their Seed
Wairs, in which he wished to have his
best regards conveyed to the direct-
or and managers of the Provineial
deed Fair and hoping that the Iair
would be a grand success. Upon mo-
tion of Mr. Agnew, seconded by J,
P. Murphy, the thanks of the meet-
ing was extended to Mr. Kowler for
his remembrance of the Provincial
Seed Fair.
