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MOTHER AND BABY
DAUGHTER LEAVE
ARCTIC FOR YEAR

(By The Canadian Press)

BEDMONTON, Sept. 2—The chill
winds and low temperatures of the
Arctic won't mean a thing this
winter to Mrs. E. Paisley and her
two year old daughter June who
arrived in Edmonton recently to
start a year’s vacation with their
home at Cambridge Bay on the
southeast end of Victoria off the
Beaufort Sea

It took them nearly two months
to reach Edmonton from their nor-
thern home. They walked 10 miles
along the rocky coast of Victoria
Island with Eskimos carrying their
luggage before they reached water
sufficlently open to allow them to
use an open boat with a kicker en-
gine. Then they travelled for two
days to where the Niglik, trading
ship of Captain Paisley, had been
frozen in when caught in the ice
last fall.

A storm was blowing as they
sighted the vessel and they had
to lay to until the winds abated.
‘ We were out of food and had to
sleep on the rock in the storm”
sald Mrs. Paisley. “When we did
board the ship we were held ten
days in the ice pack before we
could get away to Coppermine to
take the “place to Edmonton”, they
left their home on June 18, and
arrived in Edmonton Aug. 16.

Little June was born at Cam-
bridge Bay in the Arctic circle on
Feb. 23, 1932. Her father has charge
of the Canalaska Trading comp-
any's Arctic post there and skippers
the trading ship Niglok, meaning
wild Goose in Eskimo.

The nearest doctor and the
nearest white woman to the Pais-
ley's home are at Aklavik, 1.000
miles away. June plays with the
Eskimo children and consequently
speaks mote of their language than
she does English.

The senate has 36 seats, and
members are elected for a six year
term, approximately half the house
being elected every three years.
The house of representatives has 75
seats.

Combined gov-
ernment majority 22.

The downfall of Labor in the
federal field three years ago was
fillowed by the ousting of Labor
in state strongho'ds. notably in
New South Wales whose Labor
leader, J. W. Lang, has long been
the stormy petrel of Australian
politics. More recent votes however
have clearly indicated a recovery
in Labor strength, and exper; ob-
servers decline to forecast an out-
right majority for the Lyons gov-
ernment in the forthcoming elec-
tions. A consensus would indicate
the ba'ance of power may be held
either by the Country Party, as in
the last house, or in the case of a
Labor swing. by the extreme wing
of the Labor party.

Voting is on the proportional re-
presentation system, with univer-
sail suffrage. This system natural-
ly enables extremely close cooper-
ation, the United Australia Pariy
and the Country Party having con-
cluded arrangements in virtually
every constituency for instance
where supporters of their candid-
ates will be asked to mark their
second-preference votes for the
candidate of the other ally. In the
case of senate elections, “teams”
combined of the two parties have
been selected.

Anglicans Hope
To Select Head
As Snyod Meets

MONTREAL. Sept. 2—Momentous
questions affecting the life of the
church at home and in its mission-

fore the 13th session of the Gen-
land in Canada when it meets here

12,

Shadowed by the death of the
venerable Primate, Most Rev. Clar-
endon L. Worrell, delegates to the
assembly will again be faced with
the necessity of selecting another
head of the church. Archbishop
‘Worrell was appointed to succeed
Most Rev. 8. P. Matheson of Win-
nipeg, at the last General Synod
held in 1931. Dr. Matheson retired
some years ago.

The question of the appointment
of a successor to Rt. Rev. W. C.
White as Bishop of Honan, China,
will undoubtedly result in protract-
ed discussion in view of the de-
sire in the missionary diocese for
the appointment of a native priest.
In the diocese of mid-Japan the
election of a Canadian to succeed
Rt. Rev. H. J. Hamilton is probable.

Great interest will be taken in
the report of the Anglican Nation-
al Commission regarding the imple-
mentation of recommendations
passed at the last general synod.
These recommendatjons followed a
survey of church work in Canada
conducted by Rt. Rev, D. B. Owen,
Bishop of Toronto, Rev. Canon S.
Gould, General Secretary of the
Missionary Society of the Church
in Canada, and F. H. Gisborne,
K. C., Chancellor of the Diocese of
Ottawa. acting as field commission-
ers.

Canon Gould will also present
the report of the Restoration Fund
showing that approximately $850,-
000 has been subscribed of which
nearly $550,000 has been paid in
cash and invested.

Sessions will be held in Royal
Victoria College and will be preced-
ed by a service of Holy Communion
in Christ Church Cathedral at
which the synod sermon will be
preached by Rt. Rev. William T.
Manning, Bishop of New York.

A service of witness will be held
in The Forum on the night of Sept.
12 when the Earl of Bessborough,
the Governor-General, will read the
Lessons and Bishop Manning. and
Rt. Rev. L. R. Sherman, Bishop of
Calgary will be speakers. A choir
of 1,000 voices will lead the sing-
ing. They will be aoccompanied by
the band of the Canadlan Grena-
dier Guards. Plans are being made
to accommodate some 15,000 people.

Pending the selection of a Pri-
mate, the assembly meetings will
be presided over by Most Rev. A.
U. De Pencier, Archbishop of New
Westminster and Metropolitan of
the ecclesiastical province of Brit-
ish Columbia. There is a possibility
the new Primate may not be chosen
from the four metropolitans of the
church. While this has been the
custom in the past the view is held
in many quarters that the church
would be better served by a young-
er man. Under a new canon intro-
duced at the general synod three
years ago all diocesan bishops in
Canada would be eligible for the
honor but this did not meet with
unanimous approval and the can-
on will come before the forthcom-
ing synod again for ratification.

At the last synod a committee
was appointed to deal with the mat-
ter of a fixed primatial see. In the
report of the committee presented
by Rt. Rev. J. O. Farthing. Bishop
of Montreal, it is stated present
economic conditions in the country
and the appeals for the Restora-
tion Fund make it advisable to take
any action at the present time. “To
carry out the scheme necessitates
a considerable 'sum of money to
endow the See, to provide an of-
ficial residence for the Primate and
the expenses of his office,” the re-
port states.

The General Synod will be call-
ed upon to settle the question of
the future of the Council for Social
Service. Since the death of Rev.
Canon C. W. Vernon early this year
the pasition of general secretary
has heen vacant. The Montreal syn-
od suggests the work of the count
cil be undertaken by the mission-
ary society of the church for the
time being but In other quarters
it is thought a successor to Canon
Vernon should be appointed.

In the morning ser-
vice his text was 1 Peter 4-8: “Above
all things have fervent charity a-
mong yourselves for charity shall
cover a multitude of sins.” At the
close of a delightful sermon on the
elements and definition of love and
how St. Paul, St. Peter and St. John
had exalted it to the supreme place
in the Christian life, he referred to
an incident in the life of Dr. Joseph
Fort Newton, who was called to the
pulpit of the City Temple in London,
Eng., and on his first Sunday before
entering the pulpit he noticed a
beautiful bouquet on the vestry tablg
with a note on which was written,
“We have not come to criticize you,
but to sympathize and pray for you”,
and said Dr. Ryan “If you greet your
new ministers in that spirit, they
cannot, fail, they must succeed.”

At night, Dr. Ryan's text was from
Rev. 22-17: “The Spirit and the
bride say, come and let him that
heareth say come, and let him that
is athirst come. And whosoever will
let him take of the water o‘sdife
freely.”
