{of them is without its solid contribu-
jtion to the general fund of spiritual
advancement, and no serious student
| would sneer at the least among them,
i'l‘o admit as much is only fust, but to
say that any one of them is likely to
1displace the full-orbed Christianity of
Jesus as the religion of the race is en-
tirely another matter.

No man needs to turn away from
Christianity in order to possess him-
self of some newly perceived truth. He
will surely find that his new truth, so
it be truth, will contradict no iota of
essential Christianity. Very possibly
it may alter the accedence of his the-
ology, to its distinct enrichment, since
theology is necessarily tentative as the
form by which the intellect seeks to
express truth, and, being such, it must
always be subject to readjustments
with the growing perception of truth.

The truth for which Christianity
stands which, indeed, Christianity is,
is infinitely more than a series of in-
tellectual propositions; it is in essence
a life, an attitude toward the unseen,
felt, spiritual fact behind and within
the phenomenal order. and only sec-
ondarily and tentatively a theology.]
That life and attitude were exemplified
supremely in Jesus Christ. “I am the
way, and the truth, and the life,” said
He. “‘Make my attitude your own and
you shall know the truth, and the
truth sball set you free.

interior illumination, the power to dis-
cern spiritual truth, is the fruita se of
that moral disposition of the soul, and
Jesus was well content to submit His
claims to the test of that “light which
lighteth every man coming into the
world.” There, and never to any ex-
ternal authority He carried His ap-
peal. And does not experience Justify
His doing £0? For the only truth for
you and me is that to which our con-
sciousness bears witness and makes it
our own; that alone enters into our
life’'s  blood and bhecomes dynamic, ef-
fective, a part of our being. The rest,
that which is external to us, unaffirmed
by the inner voice, matters but littie.
Until external authority—Bibles and
creeds, win the support of the soul, it
i3 powerless to command allegiance or
to enforce its rule in any but a
mechanical and undependable fash-
ion. Thus experience; the findings of
the illumined spiritual consciousness,
is and ever must be the raw material
of really vital theologies.

! himself. One thing only is requisite
{to safeguard us from serious error,
that we be willing to adjust our life to
the ordering of truth when it is dis-
closed to our heart. “If any man wil-
leth to do His will he shall know of
the teaching whether it be of God.” He
throws you back upon yourself.  You
vourself must be the judge, not priest,
not Bible, not creed, not church; all
these are withont, divine authority is
within,

All this goes to show that the {ruth
with which Jesus was concerned must
be akin to the heart of the race, since,
according to Him, that heart, purified
and enlightened, was to be the judge
between truth and error. There was
no doubt in His mind as to the catho-
licity of His appeal. He commissioned
His disciples to “go into all the world
and preach the gospel to the whole
creation, and make disciples of all the
nations.” And al lthe world has con-
firmed the adequecy of His truih in
unnumbered disciples who have found
therein “the way and the life” and
‘the peace of God which passeth un-
derstanding.” Without they differ, their
mades of intellectual expression clash ;
[within, at the centre of spiritual ex-
perience,they are one, In Christ Jesus,
Greek, Jew, barbarian, Scythian, hond
or free, Catholic, Protestant, worship
at the same shrine, the one Holy of
Holies in the soul of man. The super-
ficial divisions are due to external re-
ligion, the underlying unity to Chris-
{tianity, the religion of the spirit.

A religion must be judged by its hest
product, if its inherent possibilities are
to he justly measured. Buddhism mugt
be judged from the height to which
the Buddha attained, not from the
marshy lowlands where 8o many of his
professed disciples stagnate. Similar-
Iy, the full potentialities of Christianity
can only be gnaged with accuracy from
the actualities of Chrigt’s own life, and
never from the life of those who “fol-
low Him afar off.” Even a St. Paul, a
St. Francis, a Wesley, at their ripest,
fall far short of exhausting the possi-
bilities discovered by that Life, and
still felt the urge to press forward in
the “high calling of Ged in Christ
Jesus.” Is it likely that we moderns
will outstrip them and supersede
Christ? Has any religion before or
gince revealed to mankind a higher
type of life to furnish us with a
worthier ideal? Let each answer for
himself, and, if you be serious, relate
your own life to your answer. If there
he a greater than Christ, a wiser Mas-
ter in the spiritual domain, then fol-
low that one. If a nobler destiny for
man emerges in some other faith than
that which beckonsg to you in Chris-
tianity, then pursue it, and be assured

s0 imperfect an instrument as human
speech, the revelations of truth within
His own divinely illumined conscious-
ness, may be summed up in the iwo
phrases—the Fatherhood of Gea and
the brotherhood of man. To Jesus God
is both transcendent and immanent.
His relation to mankind is paternal
and ethical; He loves all, wills the
good of all, and seeks that His children
should relate themsevles with Him, as
their own conscious act, by ethical
filial ties. The ecclestiastical person-
