MONTREAL, Oct. 29.—Atlantic
Sugar Refineries will make an ex
cellent showing for the year in
gpite of the decrease in exports as
compared with last year. For 192¢
the earnings amounted to $1,469.-
982, and after inetrest, deprecia
tion, etc., there remained a net su.-
plus for the year of $606,931. This
reduced the accumulated deficit
from $5,004,778 to $4,487846.
While it is not expected that the
current year will show as large
earnings as last ycar there will be
a substantial surplus to apply ag
ainst the unfortunate deficit that
resulted from the heavy slump in
raw and refined sugars nearly four
years ago.
