was successful, :

As a means of attracting United
States tourist travel to Canada this
year, the speaker stated that Can-
adians must be very careful what
they say to their American friends,
that they have their own ideas as
to what they should do; that they
enjoy a democratic form of gov=-
ernment exactly as we do and they
have a perfect right to decide as
to what action they should take in
this war or in any other circum-
stances. “We have invited them to
visit us and I firmly believe they
will come in larger mumbers than
ever, particularly.on account of the
war situation, and we want to send
them home with’ the memory of a
satisfactory and beneficial holiday
and impressed with our courtesy,”
the speaker said.

Another item the speaker referr-
ed to was that those catering to
tourists should remember that the
visitor to Canada has come be-
cause he or she desires to see and
hear something about Canada and
‘its preblems, to make friends and
to eat Canadian food.
