last month were valued at $18¢.-
705,622, an ‘ncrease over the June
value of $166,697,433, but a decline
of ‘z%mroximare!y one-third fromn
the figure of $282708,945 for Ju'y
last year, the Dominion Bureau of
Statistics reported today.

Exports to the United States In
July  were $74,759.029, compared
with $66,491,342 in June and $102.-
702,562 in July, 1945.

Shipments to tne United Kin
dom were also higher than
June, being valued at $40,407,056
against $30,620.652 and comparing
with $83,922,470 1r July a vear ago.
