APPLE POLLINATION STUDIES

App'e Pollination Studies in the |
Annapolis Valley, Nova Scotia,!
under the direction of W. H. Brit- |
tain, (Bulletin No. 162, Dominion |
Department of Agriculture), just
off the press represents the most
comprehensive study of apple pol-
lination so far attempted. In ad-
dition to a popular summary the
bulletin consists of five main sec-
tions: (1) Introduction, discussing
the general features of the apple
industry in Nova Scot'a having a
patticular bearing on the prob-:
lem, together with a brief resume
of factors othr than pollination'
affecting fru't preduction; (¢))
Pollinat'on and fruitfulness in ap-
ples in which the pcllination prob-
lem in its various phases is out- |
lined; (3) Experimental studies in'
app'e pollination in which the ex-
haustive experiments undertaken
ir. all phases of the problem are
explained and the resulls concise-i‘
ly summarized; (4) Field studies in
insect pollinators, in which' the role
of wild insect pollinators is ex=
plained and the problems con-
nected with the utilization of hive|
bees are elucidated; (5) Studies in!
bee poisoning, in which the results
of experimental work undertaken
to determine the cause and pre-
vention of poisoning among bees
due to sprayng and dusting prac-
tice is fully set forth.

Though the work deals with ex-
periments undertakéen in  Nova |
Scotia, an attempt has becen made |
to attack the problem from a fun-!
damental standpoint so that the|
results obtained are, to a large ex-i
tent applcable wherever apples are|
grown, It is shown. that a pollin- |
ation problem rrises, (1) when selt-t
unfru'tful varieties, which includes
practically all commercial sorts,:
are planted in solid blocks; (2)
when cross-unfruitful varieties are
planted togetter and (3) when the
population of pollination insects is
inadequate to effect pollination.
The results of insufficient pollin-
ation. An important point that is
clearly brought out in the studies
is that apple varieties may he
sharply divided into two groups,
namely, gcod pollinizers and poor
pollinizers, The first of these are
suitable for pollination of others
blossom'ng at the same time, the
second are of inferior value or
worthless for all other varieties.
