The Quarterly Meeting of the
P, E. I. Fish and Game Associat-
ion was held on Friday evening
December 5th was well attended.
(On the whole, the meeting was
marred by bickering and it was ap-
parent from the start that the
majority of those present were
not embued with the spirit of self
sacrifice and the conservation of
our fish game did not receive the
support it deserved.

The general trend of the meet-
ing was evident when the majority
of the members voted a flat No to
Ottawa's suggestion that the sale
of duck stamps to hunters of
migratory birds be {instituted in
Canada after the pattern In the
United States. While no price
charge was fixed it was intimated
that the fee would be one dollar
The money would be used to im-
prove waterfowl breeding and
shooting grounds.

—_—

Hundreds of thousands of dollars
of American money raised by the
Duck Stamp method in the States
has been spent in western Canada
this past few years by Ducks Un-
limited in the building of dams and
reclaimation of drained areas that
did not prove suitable for farm-
ing. Thus new breeding and feed-
ing grounds have been made avalil-
able for ducks and geese.

It 18 apparent that the Depart-
ment at Ottawa responsible for
the management and welfare of
our migratory birds is concerned
over the general waterfow] situat-
fon and is seeking means where]|
by present unsatisfactory condit-
fons may be permanently remedied.
The Duck Stamp method {s under
consideration and the different
provinces were requested to indic-
ate their willingness, or unwill-
ingness, to co-operate. If the Pro-
incial Department of Agriculture
accepts the expression of opinion
of the majority vote of the Game
Assoclation as a true expression
of the majority of sportsmen in this
province we stand a good chance of
being .out of step with the rest
of Canada.

Hunters of upland game such as
Huns, Grouse, pheasants, rabbits
and foxes would ndt be affected if
this new regulation was put into
force but it would be compulsary
for all hunters of migratory birds,
such as ducks, geese, brant, wood- |
cock and snipe, to purchase 4 Duck
Stamp before hunting the afore-
mentioned species of game birds.

—_—

The rabbit hunters brigade was
out in full force to protest against
the closing of the month of Nov-
ember to the hunting of rabbits,
They came to the meeting with
fire in their eyes. Both the Game
Associatlon and Island Pheasants,
Unlimited officially sanctioned the
