“I had not intended saying any-
thing about the Revised Prayer
Book, which has caused so much
controversy in England; but, for|
many reasons, I am almost tempted |
to change my mind, and yet, the
more I think of it, the less I care
to speak about it, especially as any
discussion here would be entirely
out of order, as we in Canada have
nothing to do with -it. We are not
fubject to English Ecclesiastical
aw o

But there is one thing I, feel im-
pelled to say and that is in defence
of my brother Bishops in England
whose ‘action has' been greatly mis-
understood. Whatever they did in
this connection would, humanely
speaking, have beén the source of
controversy and = divided opinions.
But I believe the Revised Prayer
Book was an Honest and painstak-
ing effort on their part compre-
hensively to meet the diverse de~
mands of members of the church of
all schools of thought. How far
they succeeded is where question
has arisen, Attacks made upon
them and suggéstions of sinister in-
tentions ‘are wHolly unwarranted.
They never dreamea that rubrics
which they proposed to meet the,
exlst}ng conditions would haye read
into’ them meanings which were not
intended.”
