given in stock raising by school-
children; The prosperity of the pro-
vince (lcpuuh upon _ its agricuiture
and the Bank of Commerce, whose

. business here has increased largely

because of that prosperity, has giv-
en very tangible expression to its
obhgmon to our greatest industry.

The facts pointed out by Mr.
Murphy in connection with the
gro“mg and marketing of the finer
varieties of potatoes will be of. in-
terest and advantage to our farm-
ers.Several very m\]mrlnnt facts are
indicated. Among these are : ’rince
Edward Island can grow potatoes,
even the finer varieties,that are near
er disease pr(mf than those grown
in Ontario or in the United States;
an unlimited market for

i than either the rougher blues  for

which there is only a limited mark-
et and a lower price, or the finer
arieties if sold for table use (this is
{ shown by the fact that for two
f small shipments  sold for seed
$1,050 more was received than if!
sold iu the open market  for ordin-
ary use); the necessity of - spray-
ing, cultivating and l\l”l“"

There are, nccording  to the agri-
cultural experts, many reasons why
we in this province ‘should not go
into the growng of potatoes for ex-
port oo extensivelys  this applics
equally to the growing of oats. The
scientific theory of modern .Agruul-‘
ture, and doubtless the correct one,
is to feed on the farm everything,
grown on the farm; to sell the fin-'
ished product, not the raw material,

Nevertheless the price “of potatoes
and oats in the past few years has|
been such as (0 make it a very pro-
fitable business to sell a large pro-
porton of these instead of feeding
them. In growing potatoes for \hl])
ment the pr whm provident way is
certainly to «row those that are
most proatabie, Mr. Murphy’s letter,
shows clearly how much more pro-'
