Initial British reaction to the Nazi cross-channel bombardment with
robot flying bombs suggests that this particular German “secret weapon”
is apt to have not much more effect on the course of the war in Europe
than the super-gun firing on Paris in the First Great War had on that
struggle, which was none at all.
The robot bombs so far as yet disclosed seem even less controllable
although it is too early yet to dismiss them as a Nazi war novelty or re-
gard them as just another development of German war of nerves techi-
ue.
q In any event, there is warrant for concluding that the Allied selected
invasion area in Normandy where American forces on the right flank
across the Cherbourg Peninsula tip
to trap its enemy garrison, caugh¢ the Germang by surprise, The set-up
for the robot flying bombs was made elsewhere, presumably in the Pas
De Calais natural bridgehead for a continental invasion. It could not be
turned, or a¢ least it was not turncd against the embarkation beaches in
England from which the descent on Normandy was launched.

Allies Advance With

ROME, June 16 — (AP) —Pur-
suing disorganized German troops
who in many instances were throw-
ing away their equipment and
surrendering in  droves, Allied
forces leaped forward as much as
26 miles in the last 2¢ hours in
their drive up the Italian Penin-
sula and reached points within 85
miles_of the enemy’s so-called
Pisa-Florence-Rimini defence line.
