His name stood high in
this line as he’had & thorough: know-
ledge of all such wonk. afid' those con-
tracts over which ' he had control
stand to-day as compliments to his
skill, efficiency and intelligence. In
politics he was always a staunch Con-
servative, and by his death the party
ranks will suffer a severe loss in this
section of the country, where he was
highly respected by supporters of’
both parties.. A man of brilliant in-
tellect and keen perception, a fluent
talker, a wide reader and a good en-
tertainer. His untimely death is re-
gretted by a large circle of friends in
both towr and country..
