Prominent British
Publisher Passes

LONDON, April 10—(CP)—Vis-
count Southwoud 73, head of one
of Britain's largest pulishing
houses, died today.

Starting his career as a. news-
paper delivery boy at three shill-
ings (75 cents) a week, Lord
Southwood rose to the chairman-

ship of Odhams Press Ltd., pub-
lishers of the London Daily Her-
ald, Labor Party news organ:

The People, a weekly journal with
a circulation in the neighborhood
of 4,000,000, and the magazines
John Bull and Illustrated.

Born in Birmingham, the sev-
enth child of a poor family, he
quit school at 13 and went to work.
It was largely through his efforts
that Odhams grew to its present
size with a staff of 13,000

He was known to scrap 500,000
copies of a publication because in
his opinion it was not perfect.

The People had a circulation of
250,000 when Odhams took over
and Lord Southwood brought it up
to the 3,000,000 mark within four
years. The Daily Herald came
under his direction in 1929 with a
circulation of 250,000 and rapidly
rose to 2,000,000,

Lord Southwood became a Vis-
count in the last New Year’s hon-
ors after being a Baron since 1937.
He has no heir and his title dies
with him. A regular attendant in
the House of Lords, he acted as
the Labor whip,
