OTTAWA, Feb. 22 —(CP)— Com-
pulsory registration of graduate
nurses in Canada was announced
today by Labor Minister Mitchell,
The registration, arranged at Lhe
request of the Canadian Nurses'
Association, is to take place March
17, 18 and 19,

It is estimated that there are
about 45,000 clvilian graduate nurses
in Canada, many of whom are not
|now actively practising, Mr. Mitch
ell's statement said. The reglst-
ration 1s to be ail inclusive—taking
in all graduates whether now
practising or not.

It will incluce nurses who left
the profession through marriage or
to take other employment, but
nurses serving with the armed
forces, practical nurses and nurses
in training are not to be regist-
ered.
