THE DISTRIBUTOR

The function of the distributor is
to direct the secondary high tens-
jon. current, produced by the induc-
tion-coil, to the spark-plugs of the
several cylinders so that each onc
shall receive it at the instant that
it 'is due to produce ignition. This
implies that it must be driven by
the engne, as otherwise the dis-
tribution of sparking current counid
not he made to conform to ignition
requirements and it is almost um
versal practice to drive the dis-
iributor from the same shaft tha
operates the timer, In fact, the
distributor is generally so designed
as to form the cover to ihe timer
meclkanism and means are provid-
ed to insure that the distributor
shall fit upon the timer shell in oge
angular position only, so rhat, when
put in place it shall be correctly
positioned properly to perform its
tunction. Spring clips are g(muruL
iy employed to secure the distribu-
Lor to the timer shell and the mov-
ing part of the distributor is 80
fashioncd that it shall engage with
the upper end of the timer shaft In
an invariable angular  relation
thereto  Being usually placed so
close together has made it quite
common té speak of the timer and
distributor, taken together, as the
“distributor,” but they are entire
1y distinct devices, insulated .most

At

carefully one from the other, as the
timer handles primary current only
and the distributor, the secondary
current  exclusively. “Timer-dis-
tributor’ or ‘“ignition head” are
better names for the two devices,
when spoken of collectively. In
the accompanying diagram Fig. 1.
is a plan view, such as one sees
when looking directly downward on
a typical four-cylinder distributor
and Fiz 2 is an elevation or side
view of the same, with the shell or
housing partly cut away. A is the
shell moulded out of some highly
insulating material and in the form
of a shadow inverted cup, bearing
upon its upper surface ‘the hollow,
moulded termina] posts, B, C, D, R
and F each one ot which has em
bedded within it a brass contact G.
with its upper end chambered out
to receive and hold by friction a
specially formed ‘terminal piece
fastened to the end of the cpbles,
which is to be connected to it. The
lower ends of each of tle five piec-
es @G, carries a metal pin H that
projects through the insulating
shell A. In Fig. 1 K represents a
portion of one of the cables leading
to a spark-plug, having its specla
terminet inserted into and con-
necting with G and there are, of
course, three other similar cables
\ connecled respectively to the con-
tacts G in terminal posts C, D, and
B, A povtion of the cable that
leads to the distributor from the
live (undergrounded) terminal of
the induction-coil, is shown at K
( and this is connected to the center
tern:inal post ¥, in the same man
ner as are the plug cables to their
terminal posts. I, is an arm of
insulating material, which ‘sécures
o driving connection with the up-
per c¢nq of the timer shaft,
through the engagement with it,
in a fixad angular position, of the
part M whicl is one with arm L.
In this manner arm I. is rotated
along with the timer cam and hence
in constant relationship to. the en
gine crank-shaft -in this case at
one-half ils rute of speed. = Fixed
to L. is a spring metal contact piece
N, the upraised inside end of
whielt is held by gpring action, con-
stant'y in contact with the meta!

cable K centre post F and
its parts G and H s directed
Lo spark plug cable
terminal B, C, D and
E and 10 their respective
plugs in regular guccession as the
end of N passes close tothe pins H
respectively connected to these
terminal posts, - arm L is 50
secured to the timer shaft, that N
is just passing ond of the pins H
at the instant the secondary im-
puise is produced by action of the
timer cam, so that a spark is al-
ways ready to pass when the dis-
tributor parts are so related as to
transmit it. ln the diagram N I8
shown in proximity to the pin H
connected with terminal post B
ang cable J and the path_of the
sparking current is from ground
through tl'e induction coil second-
ary, through cable K, center termin-
al posi i, its contact parts G and
H, contact piece N through the
smal] air-gap to part H and G con:
nected (o post B through J to its
spark-plug center terminal, through
the gap at the plug points to the
plug shell and to ground in the en:
gine. As the distributor rotates,
posts C, D,-and E receive sparking
current successively'. in
manner and if post B is connected
to the plug in No. 1 cylinder and
the cyiinders fire in the order 1, ,
4, 2, and cables from posts ¢, D
and E are connected respectively
to the plugs in cylinders 3,4 and 2.
The obvious reason for rotating tl'¢
distributor arm at one-half crank-
shaft speed, ‘is that each cylinder
fires once in each two engine turns,
Thus one timer turn. corresponds
to two engine turns angd by pro-
viding in the distributor as many
equally spaceq termindal posts -as
there are cylindery in the engine,
sparks occur at the proper inter
val. fs
