Killing
off the surplus Cock birds has had
a beneficlal effect and Dbetter
hatches have been notified since
the open seasun was instituted
and the pheasants have been in-
creasing steadily despite the an-
nual toll of male birds taken by
hunters. The pheasant is a wily,
resourceful bird and once he has
been hunted for a few da;
closes that he has a whole
of tricks to fall back on,
With the open season on ducks
only a month distant hunters are
eyeing the trusty shotgun lying
athwart the pegs %v;er the door and
are wondering what thelr quota
of shells wil' be this coming fall.
