his own account. It is because Jesus
visited the Pool of Bethesda and heal-
ed the paralytic ar well-as cthers in
other places that the Christian hospi-
tal has come into being as an insti-
tution.
Verses 4-9. The method of Jesus
with the paralytic brought into use
new forces' and factors. Until the
arrival of Jesus the man was follcw-
ing the procedure common at the
time and . place, Experience had
proved that the spring which bubbled
up periodically at the Pool after the
winter rains had curative properties.
Many had been healed by it of their
disenses . it seemed, therefore, that
in order tc be healed. one must take
advantage of the periodic inflow  of
medicinal water. This was the or-
dinary, familiar and natural course to
be pursued. But from this course
Jesus departed radically. Instead of
helping the man into the water or
using the water in any way what-
ever, he worked on the mind and will
of the patient. He first engaged his
attention by asking him the fquestion,
“Wilt thou be made whole?” The
man’s hope was at the same time
aroused. Perhaps he thought Je-
sus might help him into the Pool at
the proper moment. Jesus had scme-
ting more effective and comparative-
ly easier for'him. He set his will to
work by a direct command. The
man undertook what a moment earleir
must have appeared -utterly  impos-
sible.  The very effort seemed tc be
the means of his restoration to vigor.
Instances of the use of mental con-
trol are given in the “Mental Science”
or Psychotherapy literature, so abun-
dant at the present day. Whether
they are perfectly analcgous to this
case is not material.  The essential
point in the treatment of the man by
Jesus is that he roused his fdith and
gave it control over his whole being.
The miraculous element iy the case
great and noteworthy as it is, sinks in-
te comparative insignificance in the
fauce of the stupendous spiritual les-
son conveyed by it. 1t shows chiefly
that whep there is duty tu be perform
ed there-is given alsg power to per-
form it. Augustine prayed: “Give
what thou wouldst command, and
command what thou wilt.” This
prayer appeared irreverent to Pela-
gius, and thence arose the great the-
ological controversy of the ages on
the subject of sin and grace. But
Augustine’s prayer was based on the
essence of reverence, the recognition
of the fact that when God commands

free will in obeying the divine voice.

Tihe case further shows that in the
very act of obeying the supreme
voice the soul first discovered that it
has power and the use of it. The
paralytic found the very moment he
attempted to do what Jesus told him
that he was alrcady healed. And by
using this new power he established

many interpreters to. look upcn it
rather as a parable than as an  ac-
tul occurrence.

Verses 10-15. The miracle of the
healing of the paralytic should have
convinced the minds of all witnesses
that there was power at the command
of the Healer. It should also have im-
pressed them that that power was at
the service of a morally sound and
good will. It had been exercised out of
compassion, But some minds are s0
consfituted as to miss the essentlal
goodness of an act while endeavoring
to measure and test it by their petty
rules of life., The Jews were offended
because the man was carrying away
the mat on which he had lain as an’
invalid on the Sabbath Day. The act
was contrary to one ¢f the numerous
prescriptions that defined obedience
to the Fourth Commandment. Thewr
thought of the sacredness of the pre-
scripticn (not the Commandment it-
self was so all absorbing that the
marvel of power of love for which
the man stood before them was com-
pletely eclipsed. .
The answer of the man
healed showed how this sort of spiri-
tual cbtuseness should be met, “He
that made me wh.le, the same said
unto me, take up thy bed, and walk.”
He who has the power and love to
use in such a way as Jesus had done
shows himself thereby to be above
challenge with referémce to such a
matter </ the method of observing
the Fourth Commandment. “The Sonj
of Man i8 Lord even of the Sabbath.”
~ The climax of the self reyvelation of
Jesus as the saviour v the soul was
reached when to the marvel of his
healing power over the bpdy and the
wonder of his compassion he added
the word cf admonition to the healed
man to gp “and sin no more, lest a
worse thing should  befall” him.
Power without a good moral end to
conzecrate its use is not an evidénce
of divinity. Even compassion is com:
mon ty men, but power and compas-
sibn alming to obliterate sin betoken
the presence of God himself, ’

The importance of water as a fac-
tor in egg production is not sufficient.
ly realized by the majority of the
poultry keepers. Those who realize
its importance are the ones who are
most successful. In a recent report of
the Laying Contest held in Missouri,
