ILLONDON, Feb. 12—Dr. Josiah
Oldfield, the eminent physician, in
a recent interview, gave the con-
clusiong he had come to, as the re-
sult of his studies, observations,
and experiments during the last 30
or 40 years, as to the relations be-
tween diet and cancer.

“Foods which tend to cause
physjological irritation of the ali-
mentary canal or its related ab-
sorptive. organs, tend to cause
cancer of the digestive system," he
sald. “The habitwal use of un-
healthy flesh food is, theréfore an
important factor in the setting up
of the cancers of the stomach,
liver, intestines, and kidneys.

“By ‘unhealthy’ flesh foods I
mean elther the fiesh ol animals
deprived of exercise in order to
fatten them, or flesh foods in which
the toxic longes are masked by
preservatives or cold storage for a
long time.

“Insufficlent use of growing
