Jhere's a place for every man in
the Reserve Ferce—white collar
worker, farmhand, factory worker,
or professional man. It's a demo-
cratic orgenization hat welcomes
all classes to its ranks and is truly
a Citizen Army. Units of the Re-
serve Army are located at many
points throughout the Maritime
Provinces. For operational pur-
poses o number of these units
which are in vulnerable areas have
been organized into the 36ih Re-
serve Infantry Brigade Group.

An Army of the People for the
People, the Reserve Force is not
to be regarded as a reinforcement
group for the Active Army. There
has been considerable misunder-
standing on this point.

Many citizens who are doing
valuable war work, or for olher
equally good reasons, are ineligible
for Canacda’s Active Army, have
long desired to take a more phy-
sical part in the war effort but
have hesitated to Join the Reserve
Army bbecimse of a"lff r\gnou;'su t.‘h_
undoubtedly  spre y th-
columnists — that all who joined
would quiokly find themselves in
the Active Force.

Nothing could be farther from
the truth, states Colonel W. D.
Simpson, V. D., who is in com-
mand of the 3.th Reserve Infantry
Brigade Group, which oovers Nova
Scotia and Prince Edward Island.
8ole purpose of the Reserve Army
is to train every man in the use of
arms so that in the not imprcbable
event of invasion, the, citizen-sold-
ier can line up with the Active
Army in driving the aggressors from
our homeland. The slogan of the
Reserve Army s “Be a FIRST RE-
SERVE mot a LAST RESORT!”

‘Whatever his calling, the recruit
will be given every chance, follow-
ing his enlistment, to serve where
his particular talents can be put
to practical use. A motor mechanic
would be handy on ermy me-
chanical maintenance of any unit:
an accountant could fit into e pay
office; an electrician would be well
fitted for service in a searchlight
battery,

And so it goes, this wvast new
force for the hcome defence of Can-
eda, which is rapidly nearing
organization throughout the Do-
minion. Men frem all walks of life
are wanted in the ranks of the
Reserve; men who are willing to
devote their time, talents and exer-
gies to preparing themse™es for
service in defence of the nation.
It is noted in this connection that
in the British home defence forc-
es are men who formerly held sen-
for ranks in the Imperial fighting
forces, yet are content to defend
their homeland as mere privates.

An effort will me made for men
of certain trades or professions to
serve in the same units For in-
stance, bankers would be grouped
together so far as possible, so that
they would find service in the Re-
serve Army more congenial.
