To Prevent Goitre.

Geitie is a very ancient disease
and one to which women and girls
are espechlly subject. It is an en-
largement of the thyroid gland and
may bhe a simple goitre or a more
gerious type. [Even simple goitre
causes’ nervousness; but in the
more, serious form it prevents de-
velopment, stunts growth, causing
dwarfs; and may affect the mind,
cansing feeble-mindedness,

It is the task of the thyroid gland
to secrete iodine and keep growth
and development ‘progressing; but
if iodine is not present in the food,
it' cannot secrete 'it and perform
this work. In times of jstrain,
when the {odine suppy is sl}ért, the
thyroid gland enlarges in trying to
sgeure lodine. It is not much iodl-
ine that'the body needs, but it very
much needs this little. Certain
portions of the earth are founa tc
be deficient in the amount of iod-
ine which-is in the: goil. | This i
true of mountain soil, from which
ages of .rivers, flowing to the sea,
have washed away the iodine. The
proposition for the people dwelling
in these goitre regions is to go to
the sea and secure iodine-rich food.
lodine is found abundantly in ce:-
tain sea weeds, sea fish, plants
which grow heside the sea and in
cod-liver oil. Cod-fish,” once a
week, and other sea fish, and ygar-
fons forms of sca weed, which
Chinese and Japanesa use géner:
ously as a part of their steady dier,
would- he heneficial to those living
in goitre regions.

ventive of goitre, real goitre shonld
he referved to @ physician.  He
should diagnose each-ca¢s to deter-
mine whether it is a simple casc
or a more serious form, and hd
should prescribe the remedy ifor
goitre:  To take jodine, in a drug
form, without the careful gupervi
gion of a physician might make a
goitre' worge or even be fatal.

If évery expectant mother would
seo that she is amply supplied with
iodine in her food, that she may
have enough for herself and to lay

her child, goitre could be preveir
ed. Young girls, from ten year:
of age on thrugh to fifteen, while
they are going thrcugh a period 9%
special development, should be giv-
en iodine foods to prevent goitre
If you live in a goitre region,
where there is a lack of iodine in
the soil, use iodized salt as your
1egular table salt.

Characteristics of Vitality.
Vitality is a factor of utmost im-

stock. There are a number of phy-|
sical characteristics which reveal in
a way the value of the birds for
bredding purposes.

Head

The head of the male bird shculd
possess certain characteristics, e. g.,
the eye <hould be prominent, dis-
nlaying an activity so commoenly
noted in good breeding males.

The bird with a sunken, l:iless
eye should not be given gpreat con-,
sideration as a breeder. The comb
on single comb varieties, should'
show uniform  texture, and stand
straight on the head of the bird.
Males with lopped combs should not
be used in the breeding pens. Too
great a comb growth Is ot a desir-
able feature to perpetnate, andsuch
birds are not generally kept for
breeding stock.

The besk should be fairly short
well arching on the upper beak.
The long thin head is generally as-|
sociated with the bird with a crow
shaped head, in fact the crow shap-
ed head is a distinct characteristic
of low vitality and should not be to-
lerated in the breeding pen. The
head itself should be broad, deep
and short, displaying those mascu-
line features so often noted in birds
possessing good breeding qualities.
In the females the head should
give a distinct feminine appearance
at 'the same . time, ' the features
should show strength, The comb
should be well developed, of uni-,
form texture and placed firmly on|
the head, straight in those birds'

ped in_ those demanding lopped!
combs. The eye as in the male bird
should be active and prominent,!
this reflecting vitality in abund-
ance. The heak should show dev-
elopment.

Body

The body of 'a male bird indicat-
ive to good breeding standards,’
should be well developed. The back
of the. bird should be long and
|broad and in those breeds where the
standard requirements demand a
long broad back. The breast should
be deep and well muscled. Shal-,
low breasted birds do not make the
best breeders. Thelr use in the
breeding pen should be discourag-
ed. The breast bone should be!
straight, and strong and possess
good length. The abdominal re-
gion should be wide and deep, he-
cause this feature is wanted so of-
ten in females possessing good
characteristics of production and
this factor of type may often be|
transmitted to the offspring, both'
pullets and cackerels.

In the females the bddy type is
similar to the males, depending of
course on ‘the kind of type called
for by the particular breed; in fact
each breed has its particular type,
because type distinguishes breed
