Whife not committing himself on &
question the gettlement of Which
was a matter for the provinces, not
for him, his argument pointed quite
clearly in the direction of the restor-
ation of Prince Edward Island's re-

The province, he said, had ‘“‘refused
to come into the Confederation un-
til it received a representation  to
which it was not really entitled. It
received six while entitled only to
five, and the Redistribution Bill of
1881 did not diminish its representa-
tion although it was then entitled
to only five.”

These and other arguments led him
to leave the number of representa-
tives to which Prince Edward Is-
land would be entitled under the
new Redistribution Bill, blank to be
filled in by the special committee ap-
pointed by Parliament to make the
necessary adjustments as to repre-
sentation, boundaries of constituen-
cies &c. And so the matter stands
at present. The Committee will set-
tle the question.

The fact that the matter has been
left in abeyance; that Premier Bord-
en has made such a strong plea for
the province; that he has practically
repeated the arguments set forth by
Premier Mathieson and his collea-
gues at the convention of Premiers,
gives good ground for the hope that
our claim for the restoration of our
original representation of six mem-
pers will meet with favorable con-
sideration at the hands of the com-
mittee.

ULSTER

The last constitutional campaign
on behalf of Ulster has cominenced.
Unless the British Government finds
a way of conciliating Ulster, the
formal passage of the Home Rule
spells civil war, There need be no
doubt about this at all. At one
time the Government supporters
were
registance, to jeer at her military
preparations, It is + mo laughing
matter now. Premier Asquith in
reply to Mr. Walter Long admitted
the seriousness of the situation and
gaid the Government would “‘do all
in its power to avoid civil war and
blood-shed."

Probably never before in the his-
tory of the British parliament has
so momentous an admission fallen
trom the lips of a Premier. Civil
war a contingency! Think of it,
and all it implies. The British peo-
ple, the most law-abiding and peace-
loving on the face of the earth, on
the brink of bloody internecine strife.
The Prime Minister admits it, and
promises to try and avoid it, add-
ing that the exclusion of Ulster will
be ‘‘the last resort.”

Ulster has at length impressed the
Government with the seriousness of
her determination to remain part of
the United Kingdom. With patient
industry, orgenized eflort, and un-
failing discipline the northern Celts
have fulfilled to the letter the in-
tention they expressed at the open-
ing of the campaign against separa-
tion more than two years ago. They
are preparing for action that invol
ves the whole community. The wo-
men are as resolved and: determined
as the men, ag was evident by
their pledge to stand by their men
in all that they do in fulfilment of
the covenant.

The Saturday Review sums
the situation thuswise:

There is no surer testimony of Ul-
ster’s earnest intention'than  the
enthusiasm  which has been main-
tained for more than twWo years. It
was said at the beginning that Sir
Pdward Carson would be unable to
gustain the unanimity and determi-
nation which marked the beginning—
that the protracted debates on the
Home Rule Bill would tire out the
Ulster opposition, The wearing down
process has failed. The interval has,
indeed, been useful to enable the Ul-
ster loyalists to convince their fel-
low-citizens in Great Britain of the
reality of their resistance. The suc-
cessful development of the Ulster
preparations is largely due to Bir
Hdward Carson’s splendid leader-
ship. His followers /have worked
with immense energy. They have
shown a great gift of prganization
and discipline, They have shown a
devotion to their -cause unkmown in
latter-day party politics. Yet
all their efforts might have
been upavailing but for' the
wise controlling hand that has
stlered them through the many diffi-
culties in their way. It used to be
said that Sir Edward Carson %has in-
cited and stimulated Ulster to its
resolve to resist by force, that but
for his eflorts opposition would have
peen confined to strictly Parliamen-
tary methods. There could be no
greater mistake. The success of his
leadership has been in the wise re-
straint of the forces under his con-
trol. He hag prevented all violence,
isolated outbreaks, useless rioting,
and yet, by allowing the develop-
ment of the movement by steady,
glow steps, he has made his follow-
ers appreciate the gathering momen-
tum of the opposition they can now
offer the Government, His
task has not been to stimu-
late opposition, but to direct its
course. Without his guidance there
was grave danger that the power to
resist would have been dissipated by
pr ture and disconmected riots—

AMUSEMENTS VS WOBK

In discussing the general subject of
Moving - Picture shows recently in
these columns, the matter of amuse-
ment and pleasure iseeking came up
incidentally, the large attendance
nightly at moving picture theatres,
here and elsewhere, being cited as
one of the proofs of the growing

dency ‘towards ts,

The moving picture theatre aflords
by no means the only proof of this
tendency. It is universal., The ath-
letic contest, the hockey match, the
public library with its well worn
and Dbethumbed volumes of fiction
tell the same story. Where there is
amusement or excitement the crowd
gathers; where reading means amuse-
ment or sensationalism the book-
rooms are interested, There is more

ing parishioner who, when asked by
his pastor if he had any choice a8
to the passage of scripture to be
read, replied, ‘‘Read me the story of
Samson and the foxes, I think its
the funniest story in the Bible''!

An exhibition on  which govern-
ments, proviocial and federal, ex-
pend thousands of dollars would be
a failure if amusements were elemi-
nated, Teaching, whether sacred or
gecular, must be sugar coated with
fiction or made otherwise attractive
pefore the ‘‘hope of the nation’’,
male or female, can be induced to
submit to it.

On this general principle wo  are
building for the future. The young
men and the young women are Serv-
ing their apprenticeship for man-
hood and womanhood. What are the
prospects? We do not wish to be
pessimstic. We believe that the
future will take care of itself as all

the past ages have taken care of
themselves. But this is true: the

great want of the present &age, a
greater want than has ever before
been experienced, js men, men of
efficiency, men capable of taking
hold of and doing men’s work. There
is a demand that cannot be filled to
day, for efficient men in almost every
department  of human activity; in
the church, in politics, in industrial
undertakings, in all the professions.

And this is also true; the men who
will fill these positions are not tihe
boys who are serving their appren-
ticeship in pleasure seeking. The few
outstanding men in every age are the
men who, when young, applied them:
gelves—heart and soul—to the work
for which they were fitting themsel-
Ves. History will bear out this
statement. The men who have accom
plished things, who have made the
world the .better for their having
lived in it, weve the men who laid
the emphasis on work, rathér than
on pleasure, the men whose books
were not fiction but hard facts, whose
nights were spent over their books
rather than at play.

And many other things might be
satld in this connection. We might
say, for instance, and history—past
and present—would bear us out, that
the eriminal ranks are filled, not
from those whose apprenticeship has
been spent in work, not from those
who are busy with work that they
do because they love it. The idle
and the incompetent have always
furnished’ the great proportion of
criminals and, doubtless, always
will, The old adage about Satan
and the idle hands will always be
true.

We have referred to the call for
efficient men. There is the same call
for efficient womven. And the condi-
tions which make for efficiency are
pricisgly . the same in both cages.
Where pleasure seeking is the firgt
congideration, the result is the same,
whether the pleasure seeking takes
the form of mere idling, novel read-
ing, bridge playing, attendance on
the theatre or otherwise, so long as
it means refraining from useful work
or study, the result will be ineffici-
ency and uselessness—and  often
worse.

This, be it remembered, is not a
tirade against amusement, against
pleasure seeking, No life can be liv-
ed healthily without recreation. But
recreation must not be permitted to
trespass on neceasary work, and all
legitimate work is necessary. Pre-
paration for work is a prime neces-
sity of life, and when that prepara-
tion is interferred with by pleasure
the chances are that the life will be
useless and barren,
