NEW = YORK, Nov 6—Rumon
from abroad that Nazl activities
were connected with the recent
anti-Jewish rioting in Palestine
were discounted here today by the
Jewish Telegroph agency.

The Hitler Government’s policy
of Jewish restrictions was seen as
having only an indirect effect in
Palestine, by giving the Arablan
Press ammunition for its attacks
on Jewish immigration to that|
country.

Some ranchers follow the prac-
tice of dipping their foxes at this

of dips. A good scrubbing in slightly
warm water with a tablespoonful of
Borax to each two gallons of water
will thoroughly clean the fox's
coat and skin, and proper feeding
will insure a clear, glossy coat that
will mean more dollars to every
rancher who tekes the proper pains
with his foxes.

Only enough food should be given
to keep your foxes in active, healthy
condition and the quantity of food
should be gradually increased when
the cool weather comes. A fox is
not a pig and should never be fed
to the point where it becomes too

cise,

Growing TDups mnow require
more food than adult foxes and
should be fed to develop size of
frame with plenty of hone and mus-
cle. There is plenty of time to put
the flesh on the frame after the
first of October. Keep the pens and
dens clean, guard against fleas, and
don’t' forget regular treatments for
Round Worms and- Hook Worms;
and remember that more damage
is done to foxes by overfeeding, es-
pecially at this season of the year,
than by any other cause.

their meats in order that overhead
expenses may be kept to a minimum,
The fox being confined in his pen
must naturally be dependent upon
his caretaker to balance his ration
and provide the most essential ele-
ments in his daily rations which
will not only appeal to his appetite
but convey a wealth of blood stream
materials. Tt is, therefore, to his
owner’s advantage to select those
foods which in general practice
have proved most suitable for the
production of good sized litters and
clear colored fur.

‘While the fox is a carnivorous
animal, we must not overlook the
fact that vegetables such as carrots,
lettuce, ralsins, prunes, etc, must
be added to the ration as the alk-
aline minera] salts to be found in
such vegetables serve to offset the
large amount of acid salts to
which the animal is subject on a
strictly meat diet, Cereals finely
ground, such as barley, corn, wheat
and whole oats as well a8 wheat
germ, bran for roughage; ocodliver
oll and all meal and eggs, should
be thoroughly mixed with daily
feeds of meat and vegetables. Stale
bread with plenty of fresh cow’'s
milk makes a balanced ration in
itself as a morning meal.

Horse meat I feel is just as good
fox feed as is beef if only one uses
good judgment and adds to # in his
daily rations a small quantity of
liver, hearts, some fish, and in the
fall and winter months plenty of
rabbit, together with the above
mentioned cereals.

One very essential point which
has caused the loss of many a lit-
ter is the fact that a great many
of the ranchers fall to warm their
meats during the fall and ' winter
months. It is true that the animals
will devour frozen feed, but when
breeding season and puppy season
turn in, the ranchet finds he has
paid dearly for the little added
work it takes to warm all feeds.

Blind and old
Woo Chong Kee is returning next
month to his native Cathay to en.
joy his Cantonese orchard befors
him.  Acompanying
him will be his son, Willie Woo, ont
of the most prominent all-round
athletes in Montreal. Willie in-
tends to continue his university
studies, started at McGill Unlver-
sity, in a Chinese institution, coach-
ing a basketball team as part pay-
ment for his tuition.

It is just 32 years ago, when the
Manchu dynasty ruled China that
Woo decided to come to Montreal.
But before he disembarked in the
harbor, he encountered numerou:
adventures. The father of the pres:
ent Mr. Woo had gone qut to Aus-
tralia during the gold rush and
made a modest fortune. His son
then joined him in Melbourne and
became a tea importer rather than
the traditional Chinese laundrye
man. Before he left, however, he
married a pretty little Chinese girl
After 10 years he returned, but de-
ciding things did not look so prom-
ising in China as they did in the
new world, he set out once more,
with California as his particular
goal.
