In. the death of ex-Presid
Roosevelt recorded: .in yesterdan
Guardian, one of the 'most virile
and picturesque personalities of hi
time has passed into history, Few
men of his age have made such an
impression upon his day and gen-
eration: few who have passed
through the maelstrom of a’life-
long political career have been
more - persistently” criticized ahd
fewer still have won' ‘the esteem
and admiration oi théir opponencs
as ‘did Mr, Roosevelt. Ot - sing-
ularly magnetic power  his publc
addresses were irtesistible and his
leadership second to none in mod-
ern umes. The Meontreal Star com-
pares Roosevelt and Lloyd George
and cites them as the two outstand-
ing figures in modern history with
sufficient personal magnetism to at
tract an almost ' entire political
party to themselves individully and
away from the machine. Roosevelt
did this in 1912 when his Bull
Moose movement shattered the Re-
publican party and gave him more
votes as an independent candidate
than the official Republican receiv-
