In the Saint John Telegraph-
Journal of Tuesday, March 5th,
appears a photograph of the St.
Stephen, N. B., Wellington Hose
Company No. 1 running team, This
group of ten men, (all of whom
are - still living), established a
world's record of 42 seconds for the
300 yards hose cart and coupling
race at the Charlo‘tetown Fire-
men's Tournament July. 1st, 1892.
They were in competition with
leading teams from various towns
in Maine and the Maritimes,

Perhaps some .of our local fire-
men will remember them when we
reprint the names. G. R. Rider,
W. 8t. John Murray, Henry Chis-
holm, W. 8. Stephens, S, H. Stev-
enson, W, L, Grant, A, C., Smythe,
A. V. DeWolle, Charles Dick,
James Lindsay.

This team was the lightest
welght entry of the seven teams
competing, the average per man
being only 130 pounds; but they
had some remarkable runners,
among them Grant' who could
sprint 100 yards in ten seconds.
The run took 38% seconds and
the coupling 314 seconds. The pre-
vious world’s record was 44% sec-
onds.

The above tournament was one
of the greatest events of its kind
ever held in the Maritime Prov-
inces. The visitors arrived during
the afternoon and evening of June
