“I believe this plan is worthy of
deeper investigation and it may
be shown that it may be extend-
ed to such patients as are suffer-
ing from tuberculosis,” he con-
tinued. “It might be better to pro-
vide these special services for
them than to make large grants
for providing more beds and
treatment: if pensions or grants
were available for those coming
out of Sanatoria it would help.”
